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LEGAL OPINION

Theatrical Censorship.

May 21st, 1907.

To the Chairman and Members of the Special Committee
re Theatrical Censorship.

Gentlemen,
Re : TueaTrican CENSORSHIP.

We have taken communication of the resolution of your
Committee in the following terms:

“Moved: Whereas doubts were entertained as to the right
“of the City to establish a theatrical censorship board, in
“virtue of powers conveyed by its charter;

“And it was,

“Resolved: That the Law Department be asked to inform
“the Committee in this connection, and to state whether
“it would be necessary to obtain said power, to ask the
“Provincial Legislature or the Federal Parliament for said
“right, and to transmit their opinion to this Committee
“whithin the shortest possible delay.”

‘We have the honor to report thereon as follows:

Section 300 of the charter of the City, sub-section 25, as
replaced by chapter 62 3 Edward VII, Sec. 22 (1903), gives
the Council of the City power to make by-laws “to license,
“regulate or prohibit the exhibitions of showen and shows
“of all kinds, and the exhibitions of caravans, menageries,
“circuses, concert-halls, dance-halls, theatrical performan-
“ces, skating-rinks and all places of amusement and mu-
“seums.”

We are of opinion that it was within the powers of the
Legislature to confer this authority upon the City and that
in consequence the Council has the right to pass a by-law
to license, regulate or prohibit theatrical performances. The
by-law, however, would rAequi‘re to provide for the mode in
which this power should be exercised, either a theatrical
censorship board, or otherwise.
