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The regular course of study leads to the degrees of M.D., C.M.

Double courses, leading to the degrees of B.A., or B.Sc. and M.D.,
C.m., may be taken.

Advanced courses are open to graduates and others desiring to
pursue speeial or research work in the laboratories of the University,
anid in the Clîllical and Pathological laboratories of the Royal
Výictoria Hospital and Montreal General Hospital.

*A Post Graduate course is offered to graduates in Medicine
during June of each year. This course consists largely of clinical
work in M.\edicÎie, Surgery, Obstetries, and the specialties in the
Royal Victoria, Montreal General and Montreal Maternity Hb-
pi". Special laboratory courses may also be arranged.

*A practical course of lectures of from six to twelve inonths'
dwration, is off ered to graduates in Medicine and Public Health
officers, for the Diploma of Publie Health. The Course includes
Bacteriology, Sanitary Chemistry, and Practical Sanitation.

The Royal Victoria Hospital, the Montreal Gieneral Hospital,
and the Montreal Maternity Hlospital, are utilized for the purposes
of clijicai instruction. The physicians and surgeons connected
wtJI these are the clinical professors of the University.

The course of the Departinent of Dentistry embraces four
em. Thoroughly equipped laboratories are provided ini the Medical

Bkuilding and a clinjoc is maintained at the Montreal General Hos-
piWa. The course leads to the degree of D.D.S.

A course in Pharmacy has recently been established. This
eouus satisies the requiremnents of the Pharmaceutical Association
of the Province of Quebee. The Diploma in Pharmacy is granteci
After psig the required exa.minations.
