11prevlous agreemuent" means flic RecIprocal Agreement on Social Securîty

between the Government of Canada and Mhe Government ofA ustralia sîgned on

flic fourth day of July 1988, as amended by a Protocol signed on flic elevcnth day

of October 1990;

"social securlty laws" mneans:

(i) in relation to Australia, flic Acts forming the social sccurity law, ineluding

regulations made thereunder, as anxendcd; and

(ii) in relation to Canada, flic laws specified in subparagraph 1 (b) of Article 2;

"widowed person" means, in relation to Australia, a person who stops bcing a

partnered person because of the dcath of the person's partner, but does not include

a person who has a new partner.

ARTICLE 2

Legisiative Scope

1.Subjcct to paragraph 2, this Agreemnent shall apply to flic following laws, as

amcndcd at the date of signature of this Agreemient, and te any laws that

subsequcntly aniend, supplement or replace tieni:

(a) in relation te Australia, flic Acta and regulations forniing flic social

seeurity law ta thic extent they provide for and apply te:

(i) age pensions;
(ii) disability support pensions;
