And alsor-Return te an Order cf the bouse cf Mardi 3, 1941, for a Return
-showing the names of persens f rom w-hem land wvas purehased te provide space
.for airperts, bembing scicols or air training landing fields at Mossbank, Moose
.Jaw, Broadview, Wolseley and Moosomin, Saskatchewan, giving the number cf
acres purchased in each instance and the ameunt paid per acre te those from
'wiorn the land was purchased.
