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Hon. Mr. Rose said he had hoped that before
this his colleague, the President of the Coun-
cil, would have been present to take part in
the deliberations of the Government on this
subject, which was one of some difficulty to
have a policy upon. The President of the
Council was expected this evening, and he
begged to give notice that on Friday next he
(Hon. Mr. Rose) would introduce certain reso-
lutions on the subject of the rate of interest.
He might also take this opportunity to give
notice that on the same day he would intro-
duce resolutions on the subject of banking and
currency.

The order was postponed.

VACCINATION

Order being called for the second reading
of Dr. Grant’s Bill to provide for the general
adoption of the practice of vaccination,

Sir George E. Cartier said he understood
from the Minister of Justice that there was a
question whether this was a measure belong-
ing to the Dominion or to the Local Parlia-
ments. The Minister of Justice not being in his
place, he (Mr. Cartier) had to ask that the
order be postponed till Wednesday.

Order allowed to stand.

GOVERNMENT MEASURE

Hon. Mr. Holion asked what Government
meansures would be proceeded with tomorrow.

Sir George E. Cartier said it had been ar-
ranged that to-morrow the Insolvency Bill
should be thoroughly discussed. After that
was disposed of the Minister of Justice in-
tended to go on with some of his Criminal
Law measures; and after that the Finance
Minister would ask the House to go into
Committee on Supply.

The House adjourned at 9:20.
