PURCHASE 0F MINI-SUBMARINE BY GOVERNMENT-
REPAYMENT 0F MONEY ADVANCED BY RUSSIA

Mr. 1. M. Forrestail (Dartmouth-Halifax East): My ques-
tion is addressed to, the Minister of Supply and Services,
Mr. Speaker. It relates to an announcement made yester-
day at a press conference by the Parliamentary Secretary
to the Minister of Trade and Commerce that the govern-
ment of Canada was prepared to buy a mini-submarine
being constructed in British Columbia. Can the minister
now tell us when an offer is to be made to the company
concerned and what is to happen with respect to the 30
per cent of the $2 million price paid to the company by the
U.S.S.R.?

Hon. James Richardson (Minister of Supply and Ser-
vices): The government has agreed to purchase the sub-
marine. I will make inquiries as to the details of the
repayment to the U.S.S.R.

Mr. Forrestail: Can the minister tell us whether action to
lift the sales permît was taken only in light of the fact that
it was being sold to Russia? Were any other countries
involved? Can the minister also tell us which department
will be using this mini-submarine?

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. The second part of the
question should be placed on the order paper. The minis-
ter might reply briefly to the first part. We are just about
out of time.
