and measuring about S0 miles from the north coast to the southern
he northeasterly point of GRAHAM ISLAND is about 10 miles wost from

Prince Rupert, B, C',, the terminus of the Grand Trunk Pacific Railway, which city is de<tined

to become, in the near future, one of the largest and most prosperous cities of the porthern
Pacific Coast.

GRAHAM ISLAND i< nearly divided into two equal portions by Masset Inlei, which

is navigable for the largest vessels at all seasons of the year, and forms a natural |
