Sir Thomas White While in|

As Remedial
Finance Minister Advocates

Ottawa, -~ June 21--8ir Thomas
White, who has returned from Wash-
ington, in the course of An interview

expressed himself as being well satis-

fied with the result of his trip to
Washington. The minister announc-
ed that he had been able to make cer-
tain financial arrangements which will
have a_ helpful effect. He said:

“The immediate object of my visit
to Washington was to confer with the
eapital issues board there regarding
the general question of permitting the
issue and sale of Canadian sccurities
in the United States. The board has
before it several Canadian applica-
tions, and desired to discuss with me
the method of procedure and the prin-
ciples which should be  followed in
giving them consideration. Upon the
invitation of the chafrman, Hon. Mr.
Hamlin, I addressed the board upon
our financial and commercial position,
and the state of our exchange and
international trade with the United
States. The board was most courte-
ous and appreciative of the desirabil-
ity, as a partial,corrective to exchange,
of permitting so far as may be com-
patible with the national interests of
the United States the issue of Cana-
dian securities in their markets, and
I regard our, conference as having
served a most useful purpose, ‘

“As a matter of procedure the board
will' require that all Canadian issues
before being considered by them shall
first be approved as to issue in Canada
by the Canadian minister of finance.
This preliminary having been com-
plied with, the board will then deter-
mine, upon their indévidual meérits, ap-
plications fer permission to issue in
the United States. These applications
must be made and supported before
the American capital issues board by
the parties interested or their repre-
sentatives., They will not be made or
recommended for favorable consider-
ation. by the Dominion authorities, as
this for obvious reasons would be un-
desirable,

Conferred on Exchange Rates,

“Wihile in Washington I resumed
with the American and British offi-
cials our deferreed ‘discussion about
the exchange rates between Canada
and the United States which for some
time past has been quite unfavorabls
to Canada. The whole exchange prob-
lem of the allies, which is world-wile
in its scope, is continually under study
and consideration, and is one of the
most intricate and anxious questions
of the financial side of the war. All
the belligerent nations are having very
serious difficulties with exchange,
That of the enemy has practically
broken down. Great Britain's ex-
change with America is at a discount
of over two per cent. Both British
and 'American exchange with neutra)
countries is at a discount reaching as
high as 30 per . cent. In Spain, for
example, where ‘large supplies are
bought for the American army in
¥rance, the United States dollar is
worth only 70 cents. The .reason fo*
this discount on the American doliar
is precisely the rsame as that for ""e
decline in the American market of our
dollar, namely, the credits given
Great Britain and the other European
allies whereby they make purchases in
whe TUnited States and Canada of
foodstuffs, ammunition and other sun-
plies. Without those credits " they
could not purchase, but the finding of
the purchase money in Canada and
the United States deprives both coun-
iries of the value for exchange pur-
poses of their favorable trade bal!
ance with the rest of the world.

Condition Not Onerous,

“In this general condition of de
pressed exchange, the Canadian con
dition is not regarded as onerous. O.
the contrary, it is thought to be ex-

There is another factor
which is, I think, of considerable im-
portance. There is no private buying
in Canada now by British business
houses. All purchasing is now by the
British government and is «confined to
absolute necessities, such as muni-
tions, foodstuffs and other indispens-
able requirements, Great Britain is
not importing today any she can do
without, 1 look upon the drop in our
exports as of a temporary character,
provided we have this year the bounti-
ful harvest which we expect.

Remedial Measures.

“As 1o the rémedial measures which
we can adopt to assist our exchange,
I urge again the homely but unwel-
come admonition to individual econo-
my. If we were not as a people s0
wasteful of our money, we should
have little difficulty with our exchange.
We can also extend our embargo upon
imports and limit the operation of our
non-essential industries if this be-
comes imperative. This latter would
save coal and other raw material
which we now import and add Lo our
industrial and military man power. It
has been suggested that a large Do-
minion loan in New York would re-
move our exchange difficulty. So it
would, but seriously at the expense of
our credit, as intérest and commission
rates are abnormally high for all out-
side securities. Any such loan by the
Dominion would react unfavorably
upon our victory loan issues and the
rate of interest which we shall have
to pay upon them. It would, more-
over, be only a palliative and’ would
promote further unnecessary importa-
tions. The present exchange rate,
while a detriment .to essential inter-
national trade, is also a brake upon ex-
travagance. For the present at least,
I do not feel that we should be justi-
fied in pledging the Dominjon’s credit
abroad at an exorbitantly high rate of
inferest agdd at the further cost of ab-
normal brokerage charges to balance
international accounts, which we can
materially help to balance by reducing
our, consumption of things which we
llked‘go have but which we do not
need.”

HAD RUNNING FIGHT
WITH SUBMARINE

An Atlantic Port, June 21.—An Am-
erican troop transport, formerly a
German liner, which returned this
week from a French port, was sub-

jected to a shell fire atfack from a
German submarine two days out from
the port of depag'ture, it became
known here today.® The transport es-
caped by superior speed, altho a run-
ning battle, lasing more than an hour
took place in which ‘more than 100
shots were fired by the two vessels,
The submarine appeared to have
ne gun that outranged any carried
y the transport, and from this gun
here were counted 35 shots, none of
which, however, hit the American
ship. The submarine did not venture
close enough to use a torpedo and
finally gave -up the pursuit,

Former German Steamer
Is Sunk in Collision

Washington, June 21.—Sinking of
the American steamer Schurz in col-

lision with the American steamer
Florida off the North Carolina coast
early today was announced tonight
by the navy department. One sea-
man was killed, but all others of the
Schurz's crew was saved. The latter
was the former German ship Geier
ol 1600 toms. burden, 225 feet in
length.

I ONEQUAL FIHT ==

Put Up Game Battle With Four
Germans, But His Machine Fell
in Flames.

Paris, -June 21.—The leading Amer-
ican ace in the French Flying Corps,
First Lieut. Frank L. Bayliés, of New
Bedford, Mass., i®» missing after an
unequal fight with four German ma-
chines.

On June 17, Lieut. Baylies, with
Sergts. DuBonnet and Macari, of the
Stork Escadrille, had finisifed several

heurs’ patrolling and were about to |

return at twilight when they sighted
four single-seater airplanes. They
paid little attention to the other ma-
chines, believing them to be British.

It' turned out the machines were
German and all of them seized an op-
portunity to attack Baylies simul-
taneously. ‘The enemy had the ad-
vantage of position and number, but
Baylies put up a game fight, He at-
tempted to take the offensive against
the Germans, but his machine caught
fire ‘and fell after a few moments
about six miles within the German
lines. . '

Sergeant Marci thinks that Lieut.
Baylies may have had a good land-
ing if he escaped death in the flames
of his Burning machine.

From Feb. 19, 1918, up to June 7,
Lieut. Baylies had gained twelve aerial
victories and had been promoted from
corporal to sergeant and then to first
lieutenant. On June 1 he was award-
-ed the Cross of the Legion of Honor
and he had been cited in French army
orders several fimes previously. He
was 22 years old. .

Joining the American Field Ambul-
ance in February, 1916, Baylies served
in it in Francé, Serbia and Mace-~
donia. Rejected for the American
Aviation Corps, because of defective
vision, he was accepted by the French
army and rapidly gained a reputation
as an intrepid and @uccessful air-
man.

Plane Was Set on Fire.

Paris, June 21—8ergeant Kobayaski,
the Japanese aviator in the French
service, has been killed in an aerial
battle. He was fighting against a
number of enemies when his machine
was set on fire by an incendiary bul-
let. He jumped from his airplane at
the height of about 9000 feet and fell
behind the French lines. Ideut. De
Turenne has brought down his tenth
enemy airplane and has become an
ace. Lieut. Maden has brought down
his thirty-fourth,
