FEARFUL FIRE IN CLEVELAND.

The Power Block Damaged to the Extent
of Half a Million Dollars
Yesterday.

Windows were blown out and several ein-
ployes escaped with difffeulty by the fire
escapes and a bridge leading to\ the Wil-
shire Block. The loss of Johns & Co. is
$50,000, covered by insurance. The other
occupants of the building were small manu-
facturing concerns. The block was worth
about $200,000. The roof of the power
house of the new Centu building was_de-
molished by a falling wall.- The J. L. Hud-
spm clothing store and the offices In the
Wilshire building were damaged somewhat
by fire and to a greater extent by water.
The Wilshire is damaged to the extent of
about $20,000.. A large part of the stock
of J. L. Hudson, vaiued at $250,000, is dam-
aged, but amply insured.

The Shanghai correspondent. of "l‘he
Daily Mail says: “The ' Chinese Gov-
ernment is helpless; It is mobilizing a
few troous umi%;l'the least incapable
generals who col ucted the campaign
against Japan. The British fleeet is
at present at sea.” /

The Daily Chronicle says this morn-
ing it bas good reason eo believe that
the Government has decided upon 2
watching policy, and will refrain from
occupying any Chinese territory for the
present, but it will give ts moral sup-
port to Japan and distinct warnings to
China concerning England’s action In
certain contingencies. It is understood
seys The Daily Chronicle, that Japan
will protest’ in the strongest manner
against Germamy's action; whilee diplo-
matic circles ridicule- the idea of a
Russo-German~ entente conceraing
China.

German Press Deeply Enterested.

Berlin, Dec. 23.—The press is evi-
dentl ydeeply interested as to the atti-
tude Great Britain- and the United
States are likely to adopt in the Chi-
nese affair. Every attempt, is being
made to create ill-feeling against Eng-
jand and to represent her as isolated.

The official newspapers retend that
Japan ha sacquiesced in ‘the German
and Russian moves and will take no
aggressive action. Bverything indicates
the anxiety that hinges upon the\‘ult'x-
mate grouping of the powers. Japan’s
action in withdrawing her protest 1n
reference to the course of the United
States at Hawaii is interpreted as
showing a desire to be unencumbered
and to have her hands free to ddeal
with the Chinese question.

The Berliner Tageblatt ridicules the
jdea of an Anglo—Japaneslz—Amerix_:nn
alliance, yet seems to fear it. The Koi-
nische Zeitung thinks America will side
with Russia, leaving England in spien-
did_isolation. - .

The National Zeitung says: It is
easy to believe that England would wel-
come active steps on the part of the
United States, but hard to believe -that
the United States would adopt a policy
of friendship toward England and -of
hostility toward Russia, contrary to all
traditions, for the sake either of Eng-
land or China.”

‘MASSACRE OF PORTUGUESE.

Lisbon, Dee. 23.—An official despatch
from St. ‘Paul de Loanda, Portuguese
Lower Guiana, says that the matives ot
the Humbe Plateau, in the Portuguese
colony of Angola, have massacred a
Portuguese officer, a sergeant and 12
men. Reinforcements have been sent
from- St. Paul de Loanda.

Angola is south of the Congo Free
State. The colony has been held by
the Portuguese since 1486, and they
‘have a number of forts and commer-
cial establishments at different places,
in some instances several hundre
miles in the interior. It long possessed
an infamous notoriety for the extent of
its slave trade, but this trafiic has been
greatly abridged by the Portuguese
since 1887, when the colony was en-
l:rged by a treaty with the Congo Free
jtate.

Demolition of Paris Fortifications,

Paris, Dec. 23.—The initial step has
been taken in the long projected de-
molition of the fortifications of the city.
General Billot, Minister of War, has
introduced into the Chamber of Depu-
ties a bill providing for the razing of
part of the forts on the west side of
the city and for selling the sites, It
is estimated that the land will realize
150,000,000 francs, 4,000,000 _francs of
which will be devoted to the comstruc-
tion of a short rampart further out.
The remainder of the proceeds will be
expended on artillery. .
