Exports of gold at this timme wouid
have the effect of hardening rates for
money and causing a good set-back in the

eneral stock market, as our money mar-
ket is in such a peculiar state at present
and the bank reserves so low that we can
ill afford to lose the cash at this time.

Bartlett, Frazier & Co. say:

The market continues very largely a pro-
fessional affalr, outside busluess lacking and
a waliting mood predominating. Early prices
were firm, with some improvement over
the closings, but not much activity notice-
able. One of the news bureaus announced
that before the close a drive would be
made at prices, accompanied by rumors
of gold exports and reverses to British
arms in South Africa.
