Tried to Hold a Meeting in Paris
Which Ended in a Free "
Fight.

Paris, Dec. 23.—A pro-Boer demons*ra-
tion convened last evening at the Tivoll
Vauxhall by the Bxecutive Committee of
the Jeunesse Royaliste endéd in a riot.

THAT YANKEE CARGO OF FLOUR.

A Claim is Made That It Was Not
Consigned to the Boers, Al-
though British Seized It,

Washington, Dee. 23.—The State Depart-
ment has received from the Pennsylvania
Milling Company of New York a stat>ment
of the facts touching the seizure of two
cargoes of flour belonging to that concern
bound for Portuguese ports in East Africa.
The scizures were made by British war-
ships on the ground that the flour was in-
tended for the Boers. The company's letter
is a presentation of the case without protest,
and is evidently intended to serve as a basis
of acelaim for pecuniary damages against
the British Government. Following the es-
tablished usage, the State Department has
set about the ascertainment of the facts,

and to that end has called upon the «.cting
United States Consul at Lorenzo Marguez
to make investigation. Also Ambassador
Choate bas been furnished with a copy of
the statement of the milling company, and
it is not doubted that if the facts are as
represented and the goods were really
se1zed when under consignment from one
neutral port to another neutral port, prompt
reparation will be made.

These messages, flashed from
one British camp to another, have a dif-
ferent sound from the cheery “All's well”
which was recelved daily from Ladysmith
at Estcourt a few weeks ago. All is rot
well, when typhoid fever and dysentery
are prevalent, and men are dying daily in
the hospital from sickness induced by un-
sanitary conditions, and a defective water
supply.

Twenty-Four Killed and Wounded,

*“fhe War Office. makes uo comment on
this message, but adds fve words of belat-
ed explanation to a previous casualty iist
ot twenty-four killed and wounded, vhich
London journals have attributed to a hurst-
ing shell from the enemy’s batteries. 'I'hese
casuaiiies are now orncialty described as
oecurring In an engagement.

Skirmishing on Friday,

“The hospitals may be full of fever pa-
tients and the garrison depressed with the
evil tidings of Buller's disastrous battle,
but Gen, White’'s men are still able to
fight, and have been skirmishing as late as
Friday. It is a situation with pathos un-
speakable, which these messages out of the
aarkness of Ladysmith reveal.

Fake News Given Out,

““The same fact also throws light upon the
despatch of dir Charles Warren wich rein-
torcements from the tifth division to Na-
tal. He and his staff were reported a few
days ago at De Aar, but this was a mis-
tuke. 1'have high authority ror the state-
ment that the stuif of the fifth division was
hurried off to Durban as soon as the ship
arrived at Cape Town. It has also been
currently reported that the incoming iat-
talions were divided between Durban and
Meihuen's line of communications. Jt is
now probable that the bulk of these fresh
troops will joir Gen. Bliller. He is clearly
concentrating a large body of tresh troops
for a renewal of the assault upon Colenso
and the relief of Ladysmith, and is leaving
Methuen, Gatacre and French to shift for
themselves. 'I'his course is entirely expli-
cable upon the theory that Ladysmith is
short of ammunition and fever-stricken,
and that there is urgent need of haste, or
in any event that the situation is more se-
rious there than at Kimberley.

Roast on the Censor,

“Practical men have been wondering why
the military authorities at the Cape have
not made use of the censorship for the pur-
pose of misleading the enemy instead of
applying it rigorously for the supprassion
of ail mews from the front. Appareatly
something of this kind has been done in
the case of Warren’s staff and battalions.
At any rate, the London press has been
led to assume that Warren's staff had gone
to De Aar and that the bulk of his force
would follow it. Some army officers have
favored what they describe as a scientific
use of the .censorship, by which correspond-
ents will be enabled to cable their own
forecasts of coming operatlons with great-
er freedo For example, General Buller
nisled the enemy if some ama-
teur campaigher in the camp had annouic-
ed the probabiljty of a turning mevement
from Weenen, a this had been telegraph-
ed back to PretoNa by Leyds’ agents, when
in reality a fronta] attack was alone under
consideration. Nothing of this sort was
done.

How News Was Suppressed.

All the news was suppressed for a fort-
night before the battle, and London has
waited eight days for the!first clear ae-
count of the capture of theguns in yes:ter-
day’'s Standard, while despatches from Me-
thuen’s column seldom appear in print, and
there seems to be slight probability that he
will receive adequaie reinforcements for
carrying the strong position which half en-
circles him.

Another dan-
ger signal had been placed in an old entr,
which was known to be full of gas.
cliffe left the mine at 4 o'clock and went to
the office above ground and noted in the
mine books the result of his investigation.
The mine foreman is Thomas Jones, who
was supposed to be on duty at 6 o'clock
in the morning, but for some reason he
was delayed and did not get there till after
the explosion.

Men Were Going Down. &

They then made
a search of chambers surrounding the
shafts. Everything was in a chaotic con-
dition, The timbers were down, brattices
were blown in and demolished, letting in
gas from the abandoned rooms, care were
jammed together and knocked into wrecks,
tracks were torn up and thrown against the
ribs, the rails being twisted Into scrap
iron, trap doors were destroyed, water tanks
were picked up and carried for huailrads
of feet along the entries and smashed.

The Cage Smashed.

One cage was at the bottom and it was
jammed against the side in a tangled
mass. It was at this cage that William
Thomas stood when he lost his life. De
wus pinned against the wall by the cage;

carried to the surface and found in a reld
200 yards away. His right foot with shoe
on was carried to the top of the tipple
where it was found later in the iron frame-
work by ‘his father.

In a Terrible Plight.

The air was foul, and in a short time
the officials had to return to the surface,
John Scoff was about to enter his room
when the awful catastrophe took place.
