Long before “Mr. Alexander” came 
into power in Ontario, said Mr. Gamey, 
referring to Mr. Smith’s allusion to 
Alexander the Great, there would be 
no Smiths to back him up, and the 
young men of the Conservative party 
would have covered the whole field.

A Deal Exposed.
No more harassing critic confronts 

the Liberal party than Mr. Gamey, and 
when he took up the Montreal River 
spruce deal, Liber^ members got busy 
with their correspondence and other 
distractions. The Liberal government 
had given away this valuable timber 
concession to one of their friends just 
before they went out of power. The 
concessionaire received some valuable 
offers for it, but did no development 
work. When the Conservative party 
got into power and discovered tills they 
canceled the concessioh, put it up at 
auction, and got $300,000 for it. As 
Mr. Gamey rubbed this into the little- 
Liberal phalanx they looked unhappy, 
and Mr. Smith, who had brought down 
all the retribution on their heads, 
gained no popularity. It paid the pro­
vince to have a Conservative govern­
ment, and it was by their policy that 
so much money was now spent in 
northern Ontario.

E. F. B. Johnston's name was men­
tioned In connection with the Montreal 
River case, and also as concerned in 
the Hunter case.

"I say, sir, to the credit of Sir Oliver 
Mowat, every time it came before him 
•he turned it down,” said Mr. Gamey, in 
speaking of the Hunter case.

“It never was allowed until Mr. John­
ston came in about 1902-03, and then 
they were willing to do anything.

“I wonder if my bon. friend from the 
Sault likes that kind of business ad­
ministration?" conjectured Mf.

The O'Brien case was the next one he 
took up.

The deeds were made out a day or 
two after the 1905 elections. It was 
shown that the lands had been acquired 
in at least a questionable manner, and 
O’Brien gave up 25 per cent, from his 
grant, amounting to $200,000 in cash to
