AUSTRALIA'S FLEET

Sailors and Ships Will  Be Inter-;
changeable With Royal Navy.

MELBOURNIE, Australia, Oct) 27.—
(C.A.P.)—Referring to a cable that the
Canadian Government had proposed
that the Dominion’s warships shouid
be Interchangeéable with British wsar-
ships, Premier Deakin said to-day that
the Australian naval proposals includ-
ed a provision for interchanging ships’
crews with those of the imperial navy,
and  cruisers would be sent when it
was thought desirable, not only for at-
tachment to other units, but also to
sections of the impenial fleet itself,
they being replaced in the meantime
by imperial cruisers.
