Rome, Nov. 18—(Delayed)—The Bal-
!kan Peninsula will remain the centre of
i political interest until the danger of
i further treachery from neutral states
there has been definitely dispelled.

For example, the circumstance
is not yet apprehended nor generally
believed that the league of monarchs
pre-arranged by the Kaiser was com-
pleted in principle before the war broke
out, and that the original conception
was more comprehensive than the final
achievement.
