LONDON PLEASED BUT
COMPLICATIONS SEEN

*7 Russian and Italian Interests, It is Feared,

Will Be Hard te Arrange After War

London, May 21—Italy’s participation
in the war, while welcomed in many
quarters is not expected even by the
most optimistic, to result in any quick
termination of hostilities. While it may
lead to immediate benefit for the allies,
it is feared that several complications
may result.

Russia’s ambition has been not only
to gain Constantinople, but also to reach
the Adriatic. By the establishment of
Italy upon the eastern shore of the Ad-
riatic the claims of Rome and Petro-
grad may come into sharp conflict. They
will have to be adjusted after the war
but how no one can foresee.

Even the complete annihilation of the
fighting strength of Germany and Aus-
tria will not solve the problem. In the
Balkans, Greece, Bulgaria and Rou-
mania, must be reckoned with, whether
they follow Italy into the war or remain
neutral. Serbia, too, will want some ter-
ritory.

There is no doubt that Germany and
Austria have been preparing for war
with Italy for many weeks. Austria’s fin-
est troops have been concentrated on the
Italian frontier. At least one Germun
corps, possibly more, has also been sent
there. German submarines have been

4 sent to Pola the Austrian naval base on
the Adriatic.

The defeat of the Russians in the east-
ern theatre will permit Germany and
Austria to withdraw several more corps
for service against Italy.

CHEER THEMSELVES

FOR PEACE BY RUSSIA

Vienna, May 21—The News from
Romeé was réceived here without excite-
ment. It was followed by rumors that
Italian troops had already crossed the
Austrian frontier, but there was appar-
ently less interest in this than in reports
that Russiag might sue for peace.

The source of these reports could not
be learned, but it was said that the
presence of the Kaiser and the Czar at
the front at the same time was signi-
ficant. .

Passenger traffic on the railroads to
the Italian frontier was, suspended to-
day; this indicated that great troop
movements are under way.

Switzerland to WNobilize,

Geneva, May 21—An ultimatum from
Italy to Austria may be expected today,
and a declaration of war before the end
of the week. Baron Von Macchio, the
Austrian ambassador, is expected to
leave Rome today. He and Naby Bey,
the Turkish ambassador, are ready to
start at a moment’s notice. Prince Von
Buelow, the German ambassador, wired
yesterday to servants awaiting him at
Chiasson that he had postponed his re-
turn “for a day or two.”

There are about 20,000 Italians of mil-
itary age in Germany and it is said the
German authorities are placing every
obstacle in the way of their return. The
Swiss government is taking every step
possible to maintain its neutrality. A
general mobilization will be ordered on
the day Italy enters the war.

In Care of Spain

Rome, May 21—The 'Tribuna says
Spain may be asked to protect the inter-
ests of Italians in Germany, after war
is declared.

Opinion In Berlin

Berlin, May 21—The morning papers
publish long reports of the Italian chamn-
ber of deputies meeting. The most prom-
inent feeling expressed is revulsion at
what is regarded as Italy’s treachery in
turning on a former ally.

Italians In States

Washington, May 21-—Italians in the
United’ States probably will not be call-
ed back to the colors unless the Euro-
pean war is to continue for another
vear, Italian officers here believe Italy
has sufficient men in her home army to
maintain a vigorous offensive against
Austria.

The possibility that Italy’s entrance
in the war may compel peace in another
six months is suggested as a reason for
withholding any call for reservists in for-
eign countries until necessary through
development of military operations.

It is some time since I wrote you, as

Well, the Canadians have made a name
for themselves and panada is proud, T
‘know, but it was a big price to pay. We
all ' had to work in our hospital day and
night and the wounded praised our
work “very much as they also did the
work of our stretcher bearers.

You know by this time that Captain
Duval was wounded, The ambulance in
which he was hit is but a mass of twist-
ed metal." The very next day his horse
was killed just in the rear of our hos-
pital. 4

The- Germans had been :shelling our
town for several days, but.early on the
night of April 29 they started dropping
shells very close - to us; one ' crashed
through the brick side of the beautiful
house we were using as a hospital.
Luckily we had: just removed our
wounded from the building, so no one
was injured. We had to vacate thai
night and after sending ‘away. all the
wounded in. the .ambulances we retired
to neighboring cellars. The next morning
we vacated “the town :altogether, it be-
ing made too hot for us. ‘

We had.in our hospital wounded fro
a great many countries, British, Cana-
dians, French, Belgians, Ghurkas . and
Sikhs, Turcos and ‘Germans (both Prus-
sians and Bavarians). Of course our
German patients were prisoners. *

You have read of the battle and know
where we are. It is quiet in this sec-
tion just fiow; the allies have regained
more than they lost the first day. I do
not know where our next move will be.

The Canadians have now. been in the
two greatest battles of the war, and each
time havé done well,

Our unit is still in the field, and also
running a hospital some distance in. the
rear. I tell you we have some great
and faithful workers. I have a slight
cold-but if I could get a little Trest
would be all O. K.

From Abner Belyea.

The following from Abner Belyea
comes to hig sister, Miss Mabel Belyea,
5 Horsfield street:—

April 29, 1915.
Dear Sister Mabel:—

Just a line to let you know that I am
in the best of health and all the Gage-
.town boys are the same. We have been
very busy lately and have not had a
chance to write. I have not had my
boots off for four days and nights and
the horses have been harnessed all that
time. We have been -under some severe
shell fire, But all have come off safely.
Just lost three or four wagons and some
‘horses. Ben Dunn, Jack Pincombe and
John Wright are in a three team hitch
and had a narrow escape; a shell
burst -about twenty feet from them kill-
ing three horses and blowing a hole in
the ground big enough to bury them. It
spattered them with horse flesh, blood
and mud. They were an awful sight,
but thank goodness, they came out of it
whale.

We had a shell burst within twenty-
five yards of our hitch (Bird, Belyea and
Mathews), it blew a big tree about
twenty feet in the air and killed one
horse and wounded two men; that was
close enough for me.

The roads are just strewn with dead
horses and I saw two dead men, the first
U have seen. They looked awful, they
surely unnerved me, but such is war
and one must grin and bear it.

The 5th Royal Highlanders surely cov-
ered themselves with glory, and the
Canadians as a whole did good work.
Send me the Telegraph that describes
the second battle of Ypres. It will be
very interesting to me. I have seen quite
a number of towns shelled and it is a
common occasion to see great holes in
the road and fields from the explosion of
them. I saw a house the other day that
had been hit by a shell. The whole front
had been blown clear out of it and the
kettle was still on the stove and up stairs
the bed was half blown away and the
garments were hanging on pegs on the
wall.
