Synopsis of Canadian Northwest
- Land Regulations.

A_NY person who is the sole head of a

family or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter section of avail-
able Dominion land in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan, or Alberta. The applicant
must appear in person at the Dominion
Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for the dis-
trict. Entry by proxy may be made at any
agency, on certain conditions, by father,
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister of
intending homesteader.

Duties.—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within nine
miles of his homestead on a farm of at
least 80 acres solely owned and occupied by
hins or by his father, mother, son, daugh-
ter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a guarter sec-
tion alongside his homestead. Price $3.70
per acre. Duties—Must reside upon the
homestead or pre-emption six months in
each of six vears from date of homestead
entry (imcluding the time required to earn
homestead patent) and cultivate fifty acres
extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right and cannot obtain a pre-
emption may enter for a purchased home-
stead in eertain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate fifty acres
and erect a house worth $300.00.

THOUSAND CHINESE IN
NEW YORK SUNDAY SCHOOLS

Young Woman ]’eacher Wills
$10,000 to Wong Hong Hoey
—What is the Strange Spell?

(Times’” New York Correspondence).

New  York, June 24—Recent, statistics
compiled in this city indicate that there
are now enrolled in the var.ous Sunday
schools maintained for the ehristianizing
of Chinese, some 1000 ‘celestials. It is
one of those anomalies which is hard te
explain that the attendance at these
schools has appreciably increased eince
the terrible fate of Elsie Sigel, the pretty
grand-daughter of General ¥ransz Sigel,
who, after being murdered by one of her
Chinese pupils was thrown into a trunk.

Interest in this tragedy was revived this
week by the offering tor probate of the
will of Miss Alethea Mason Carter, a
teacher in one of these schools, who' left
$10,000 in cash, and personal property to
Wong Hong Hoey, a pupil.

In disposing of her estate the woman
ignored several of her relatives, who will
probably contest the will on the ground
of undue influence.

What strange spell is it which these
almond-eyed sons of Confucrus cast cver
their American teachers that seems to en-
chapt them?' Perhaps it is a manifesta-

n of religious fervor, a sense of that
spiritual exaltation that benumbs the cus-
tomary mental poise of the good women
who are engaged in this work. -Out of
the strange association within recent years
several marriages have developed ang not
a few scandals. But neither the fear of
the one or the danger of the other ap-
pears to have exerted any modifying in-
fluence upon the ardor of the teachers, who
seemingly prefer teaching the doctrines
of the gentle Nazarene to the purveyors
of Chop Suey and their more humble
brethren pf the laundries than to white
men. It's a problem for the psychologist
to solve.
