Versailles, May 28—The German peace 
delegation here, it was learned today, 
will present a counter claim of 12JS50,- 
000,000 marks for damage from the Al­
lied blockade as an offset to the repara­
tion demands of the Allied powers.

Berlin, May 27—(By the Associated 
Press)—Hie question whether Germany 
will sign the peace treaty or not, it was 
believed here last night, depended alto­
gether on whether the Allied and asso­
ciated powers will agree to a plebiscite 
in all disputed territories and the recep­
tion of Germany into the League of Na­
tions as member with an equal vote.

The German reply to the Allied peace 
terms will agree that the German army 
shall be 100,000 men on a peace footing, 
but will urge that this limit be not en­
forced until conditions are thoroughly 
stabilized.
Other Proposals.

Paris, May 28—(French Wireless)—A 
Berlin despatch received in Paris gives 
in some detail the counter proposals to 
the peace treaty. Concerning the Sarre 
region, Germany will ask France to give 
up her territorial pretensions to this re­
gion and permit economic control 
all the coal output there. It is proposed 
-that the German fleet be transferred to 
an international trust managed by the 
Americans and controlled by the League 
of Nations. The trust would be given 
the mercantile fleets of all the other 
maritime nations, and every nation would 
be represented in the central adminis­
tration in a manner corresponding to the 
nation’s tonnage. Germany announces 
her readiness to deliver up fifty per cent 
of her mercantile fleet.

Besides, in conformity with a proposi­
tion made by the former director of the 
Hamburg-Aroerican line, Germany .will 
plëage herseff to build at Tier own- c*- 
pènse in her own docks and by her own 
workmen, the number of ships necessary 
to compensate for the diminution in the 
world’s tonnage due to Germany’s sub­
marine warfare. In return Germany will 
ask to be allowed large credits for pay­
ment for raw materials required to carry 
out the undertaking and to be allowed 
to give in payment some of her own raw 
or manufactured goods.

As regards the cable lines, Germany 
will suggest a syktem of internationali­
zation which would not prevent Germany 
from participating to the general traffic 
of nations.

Concerning territorial questions in 
East Europe, the counter proposals simp­
ly call the attention of the Entente to 
the state of mind of the German popu­
lations in the contested territories of Up­
per Silesia and East and West Prussia 
and Danzig. These populations, it says, 
would be sure to take up arms in their 
own defence if they were to be annexed 
to Poland, and that this might lead to 
other wars.

London, May 28—Harry G. Hawker 
and Lieut. Commander Mackenzie 
Grieve, airmen, were received by King 
George at Buckingham Palace this morn­
ing.

The airplane started from St. John's 
with a gasoline supply of 340 gallons.
