000,000. An annunity of $10,000 is made
to Premier Lloyd George of Great Brit-

The will leaves the real estate and all
the works of art and household goods to
Mrs. Carnegie. The financial provision
for Mrs, Carnegie and her daughter, Mrs.
Miller, was made during Mr. Carnegie’s
lifetime. .

A statement issued by Elihu Root, jr.,
says that Mr. Carnegie’s gifts to charities
during his lifetime total somewhat in
excess of $350,000,000.
