And for thirteen
years he has hit better than .300 with a
complete grand average of .359 #r 1,820
games,

Heine has not been eo harsh with the
stick. The best mark he has compiled
since becoming a member of the Red Sox
was .274, which he owned during the sea-
son just elosed.

While Hans has a grand average of .359
for thirteen years of service in the Nation-
al league, Heine has compiled an avemii
of .255, so it can be' seen that Hans h
over 100 points on his opponent in. this
respect and that after being in the big
league ranks seven years longer.
