Ottawa, May 28—Yesterday in the
House of Commons a motion of Sir
Robert Borden for Saturday and morn-
ing sessions of the house was allowed
to stand owing to strong objections by
the opposition. The budget debate was
contiuved by Hon. Rodolph Lemieux.
He criticized the proposals as unfair to
the laboring man. He" said that no

reasonable objection dould be made to

the taxing of Tuxuries, but such necessssi-
ties of $9 shoes certainly =~ ought
not to be taxed. A fifty per cent tax
on luxuries and no tax on food, cloth-
ing and shelter, would be fairer to the
common people. He found one abuse
xlready of the excise impost. Candies
aad been increascd ten cents a pound,
which provided an extra five, per cent
profit for the dealers. The excise on
sporting goods should be struck o.ﬁ be-
cause sport was -absolutely esential to
the development of national virility. The
use of gold except for wedding rings and
dental work ought to be prohibited until
the currency was brought back to its
pre-war value.

Mr. Lemieux said theve should be a
commission to supervise public expendi-
ture and-send down to parliament only
such items as were entitled to considera-
tion. The national expenditure ha
