Watts sati^he had nev­
er attended school and this, *no doubt, 
was also the case of Gray. Yet for eigh­
teen years there has been a free school 
system in this Province and both Gfpy 
and Watts might have received a suffici- 
cent education in the common branches 
of learning if they had made an effort 
to obtain it. It would be interesting to 
know just how many illiterate persons of 
New Brunswick birth, under thirty years 
of age, this city contains after all the 

[ efforts that have been made to bring the 
blessings of education within the reach 
of all. We fear that the number 
of illiterates is far greater than most 
people suppose and that our schools are 
not reaching large numbers of children 
whose parents are careless or worthless 
or who do not wish to learn. Having free 
schools and all the facilities for giving 
every child an education, we ought to 
see to it that the advantages which these 
schools offer are not rejected by the 
class which needs them most. The time 
has come when school attendance should 
be made compulsory, and when every 
child not mentally or physically incapa­
citated,should be required to go to school 
a certain number of days in every year. 
The case of Watts, who has lived all his 
life within reach of the North end schools 
is a case in point, the moral of which 
should not be lost.

The Alumni Society of I he University 

of New Brunswick, by a unanimous vote 
has recommended that the senate confer 
the degree of L. L. D. upon Sir Leonard 
Tilley, the honored Lieutenant Governor 
of this Province. This suggestion will no 
doubt be promptly carried out, so that 
Sir Leonard will presently appear before 
the world in the character of a doctor of 
laws. Every one will approve an ar­
rangement which has for its design and 
object to do honor to a man who has 
deserved well of the people of the Prov­
ince which gave him birth. The repu­
tation of Sir Leonard Tilley will not be 
enhanced by the bestowal of a honorary 
degree by a third rale college; but it is 
nevertheless pleasing to record the fact 
that this has been done, and that the 
distinguished merits of the Lieutenant 
Governor have been thus recognized 
There has been a great deal of looseness 
in the conferring of honorary degrees by 
small colleges, although we feel bound to 
say that our own University is not open 
to this reflection. The object of confer­
ring an honorary degree is to mark the 
University's appreciation of the merits of 
some man already distinguished in pub­
lic life or literature, who has not had the 
good fortune in his youth to receive a 
college education. This being so it can 
only be a matter of surprize that Sir 
Leonard has not long ago received the 
title which is now to be bestowed upon 
him. Nevertheless, now that the degree 
is to be conferred, we can only express 

approval and say that the action 
of the University will be most gratifying 
to the vast majority of the people of this 
Province.

Sir Leonard Tilley is the greatest pub­
lic man this province has ever had or ie 
likely to have for a long 
Indeed it is hardly probable that any 
public man in this province will ever 
have the same opportunities of disting- 
nstiing himself that have fallen in the 
way of the Lieutenant Governor. It is 
the fashion among certain persewin this 
city, who aspire to be regarded as lead­
ers of the Conservative party, to utter 
whispered sneers at what they term Sir 
Leonard’s remarkable success in obtain­
ing and holding office since he began his 
political career. These sneers appear the 
more uncalled for and absurd when it is 
remembered that it is only when holding 
office that a public man in New 
Brunswick can affect the policy of 
the government and give the country 
the benefit of his services. Considering 
the industry, prudence and ability of Sir 
Leonard Tilley, it is safe to say that he 
would today have been a much more 
wealthy man than he is if lie had remain­
ed in business and kept out of politics, 
but if ho had done so this Province 
would have lost the inestimable services 
of one who has ever been a leader of the 
people, and who has been connected 
with every progressive movement for the 
past thirty five yesrs. The only regret 
of the people of this constituency is that 
Sir Leonard’s health will no longer per­
mit him to reenter public life, and take a 
leading part in political affairs.

RICHARDSON’S CHALLENGE STEERERThe pious gentleman who advertises 
Scripture texts in the columns of the 
Globe seems to be after the proprietors of 
that paper. "Be at peace among your­
selves” is his last published text As 
two of the proprietors of the Globe. 
Messrs. Robertson and O’Brien, do not 
speak to each other except on matters 
of strict business, this text seems to be 
aimed directly at the Globe office.

A correspondent writes us to ask what 
we think of the conduct of a member of 
a society, who when a member is read­
ing an important paper which it. has 
taken him months to prepare, sits right 
in front of the reader calmly perusing 
the pages of a book,as if to show his con­
tempt for the person who is seeking to 
entertain tbe society. Our opinion on 
this state of facts is that the manners of 
the offending member ne 3d improving, if 
indeed he has any manners to improve.

In Hants county, a government candi­
date has been returned by a majority of 
one vote. Hants has always been a 
famous county for close elections, and a 
majority of one is not a new thing in its 
history. In 1858 the Hon Joseph Howe, 
the greatest among Nova Scotia’s public 
men of a past age, was elected by a ma­
jority of one, and an old gentleman who 
travelled all the way from Wallace to 
Hants to vote for Howe always maintain­
ed that he elected that famous man on 
that occasion.

The Halifax Recorder thus laments 
over the prospects of that city, and of the 
Harvey-Salisbury line;—

As things are now, Halifax has i 
slightest prospect of having eith 
Short Line via Harvey and Salisbury or 
the proposed road from Edmunston to 
Moncton via the Temisconata Valley. 
The latter scheme was pressed very 
strongly upon the attention of the Gov. 
ernment. Sir Joseph Hickson and Mr. 
Wain Wright, of the Grand Trunk, were 
at Ottawa for some time urging their 
claims for a subsidy. A deputation went 
from Halifax to express the sympathy of 
the people of this city with the attempt 
to secure the shortest possible all-Cana- 
dian-ronte between Montreal and Halifax. 
The Halifax Board of Trade urged two 
things upon the Government in this 
connection : (1) that running power be 
given the C. P. R. over the Intercolonial 
between St, John and Halifax, and (2) 
that the Government subsidize the road 
projected by the Grand Trunk. 
Neither of these requests have 
been granted. The first has been 
denied for reasons best known to 
the Government, Vrhile the subsidy to 
the Temiscouata road has been withheld 
at the instance of the Canadian Pacific 
Company, which still, it would appear, 
exercises a powerful influence over the 
Federal authorities. Halifax is thus en­
tirely ignored in this Short Line matter.

It must be confessed that matters look 
rather bad for Halifax, but while that 
city has a St. John paper edited and 
managed by Halifax men and wholly 
devoted to Halifax interests its people 
should not despair.

A Washington special to that solid old 
Republican paper,the Boston Advertiser, 
states that on Tuesday the Senate com­
mittee on finance met and voted on the 
proposition to allow hearings on the tariff 
bill to all interested parties. The proposi­
tion was carried by a majority of three, 
Sherman and Morrill voting with the 
democrats to grant all the hearings 
asked for. Unless the committee again 
reconsiders its action this means that 
the tariff bill will not get to the 
senate before July 1 at the earliest. Sen­
ator Aldrich made a very indignant and 
scathing protest, but neither Sherman 
nor Morrill would change his vote. Con­
siderable pressure was brought to bear 
on the two senators afterwards and they 
compromised their action in committee 
by agreeing that the committee hearings 
shall be so few in number as not serious­
ly to delay the work of tbe committee. 
Both Sherman and 
ever, in spite of the protests of other re­
publicans, refused to reconsider their 
vote to allow the consideration of the 
tariff bill by the full committee. 
As the full committee will 
sist of six republicans and five democrats, 
an adverse vote of one republican in the 
committee to any schedule of the bill, to­
gether with the vote of the democrats, 
will kill that section. This is supposed to 
mean mischief to almost every important 
part of the bill, and if persisted in is like-
