BRITISH PEACE TERMS

1t Is Believed Traasvaalers Will Accept
—Col. Crowder’s Report in the
President’s Hands.

Pretoria, April 20..—Gen., Dewet has gone
to Heilbron, Orange River Colo_ny; General
Rotha, the Transvaal commander-in-chief,
has gone to Vryheld, Transvaal, and Gen-
eral Delarey, together with Mr. Steyn, ex-
president of the Orange Free State, has
gone to Klerksdorp, Transvaal. They havey
arranged te meet the burghers at different
rendezvous and submit the British' terms.
It is belleved the Transvaalers will every-
where ‘accept the terms, as they are in no
way anxious for a winter campaign.’ The
only difficulty likely to occur will be, it is
thought, with the Orange Free Staters,
many of whom aré expected to 'prove re-
calcitrant. In the meantime there: will be
no eesaation ‘of hostilities. The' delegates
are gxpected back to Pretoria the mlddle of
May, -and in antieipation of theéir yvefurn:

Washington, April 21.—The comple‘te re-
port of Col., Crowder, of. the judge-advo-
cate-general’s department, upen his inguiry
into conditions at Port Chalmette, whence
supplies are being shipped to South Africa,
is now in the hands of the President. Col.
Crowder spent a good part of yesterday
and last night in going over his report with:
Acting Secretary Sanger and Judge-Advo-
cate-General Davis, at the war department.
At the President’s suggestion eertain de-
tails were added to the report that were
not originally included. An important fact
In connection with the document is that it
makes no recommendations as to the treat-
ment of affairs at I’ort Chalmette. It mw
merely a statement of conditions as they
were discovered by Col. Crowder.

In making his repert Col. Crowder acted’
s 2 personal representative.of. the Presi-
dent, and so he I8 not accountable to the
war department. For this reason they de-
cline to make any statement as to the re-
port and for his part Col. Crowder declares
that it is for the President alone to make
the report or any part of it public if he
desires. It is sald that the document will

be laid before the cabinet at to-morrow’s
session.
