NOTICE TO MARINERS.

New Lighthouse Located on the South-
cast Extremity of Merry Island.

A recent notice to mariners issued by
the department of marine and fisheries
shys: . i :

"\A. lighthouse has been erected by the

governmen( of Canada on the summit of
the. low. point forming the southeast ex-
tremity of Merry Island, at the south-
east entrance to Welcome Pass, which
separates Thormanby Island from
Seeclell peninsula, off the southwest
coast of British Columbia,

The light will be shown from an
octagonal wooden lantern, standing on
the -roof of the lightkeeper's _dwelling,
which is a rectangular wooden building
with a mansard roof. The lantern and
building are pamted white throughout.
The hcight of the lighthouse from its
base to the ventilator on the lantern ie
35 feet. !

Until the permanent illuminating ap-
paratus is ready for installation, a tem-
porary fixed white light will be shown
from this station. It is elevated 57 feet
above high water mark, and should be
visible six miles from all points of ap-
proach by water. This temporary light
was showa for the first time on the 6th
November, 1908.

This light will be .usefull mainly to
steamers coasting up the mainland shore,
and leads up the strait of Georgia to the
pass, and also guides through .the pass.

The
inventor explains that the device is an
improved chock for supporting a life-
boat, and so constructed as
plish the immediate and convenient re-
lease of the craft without the slightest
complicated mechanism. It obviates the

the chock on the davit tackle. The in-
yentor says in explanation of his device:

“BEfforts have previously been made to
dispense with the necessity .or lifting a
ship’s boat over the outer sides of the
supporting chocks in which it rests, by
vringing the outer portion of the chock
so that it may be folded down laterally
and allow the boat to be swung clear
out-board; but in such there is the ob-
jection that the weight of the boat must
first be eased off the chock or even
slightly lifted, and as the hinge portion
must have a fastening to secure it in its
upright position, the release of this fas-
tening, the lifting of the boat’s weight
and the knocking down of the hinged
portion requires the attention of a num-
ber of men and absorbs ah appreciable
amount of time.

“I'ue object of this invention is to so
construct the chock that the release of
the outer portion can be effected from
the in-board side, and the chock is so
designed that as soon as the outer.por-
tion is released it will fall away of itself
and permit the boat to be swung out, the
weight of the boat itself gassisting its
own release.

“The importance of being able to
launch a ship’s boat quickly, when every
minute of time is of vital importance,
need not be enlarged upon, as it is con-
spicuously self-evident, but not less im-
portant though frequently overlooked, is
the desirability of removing from the
act of launching all preliminary work,
which, in the confusion consequent on
the emergency, is liable to be bungled
and has frequently to be done under
circumstances  which render it doubly
difficult, and in some cases impossible |
of attainment.” ‘

Reference to the records of marine
disasters of recent years shows that had
there been some means of launching the
lifeboats promptly and easily the list of
casualties would have been consider-
ably less than it is, Almost every great
ocean catastrophe affords evidence of
this fact. The patent rights for Canada
and United States have been secured,
and the inventor will apply for those in
Great Britain and Europe.
