NURSE ATTEMPTS T0
POISON PATIENT

Chicage’s Oldest Lawyer Also Conosrned
in Plot to Murder Aged Woman
to Securs Her Estate.

CHICAGO, Ill, Aug. 11—Moses B.
Brown, the oldest practising attorney
in Chicago; Auston F. Kelley, and
Ruth McLaughlin, charged with con-
spiracy to murder Mrs. Annie M.

Nolain, were found guilty by a jury in
Judge Winde's court today. Kelley and
Miss McLaughlin were sentenced to
indeterminate terms in the peniten-
tiary, while the aged lawyer, who, it
was said, had been led by the others,
escaped with a fine of $5,000.

Assistant State’s Attorney Ritten-
hauz spared Kelley and Brown in his
arrajgnment, declaring that the wo-
man had furnished the brain and
nerve in the attempt to poison Mrs.
Nolain. Mrs. Nolain was old and ailing
and secured Miss McLaughlin as
nurse. She would pay nothing for the
nursing, but deeded her property to
her nurse to go to the latter at the
owner's death. Brown drew up the
deed and Kelley became a lodger at
the home of Mrs. Nolain. Then ‘the
consiracy to hasten the change'in own-
ership of the estate was formed and
poison in small doses was administer-
ed to the patient. When the situation
came under police observation and ar-
rests were made, Mrs. Nolain was still
alive, but very ill. She is now in a
sanitarium.

MONTREAL LAD KILLED
BY POWDER EXPLOSION

Supposed Me Was Smoking OCigarettes
in Attic Where Powder
Was Stored.

MONTRPAL, Aug. 11.—A boy named
Jack Letourneau lost his life today in
an explosion of black gunpowder in an
attic in the rear of the Letang Hard-
ware Company’s premises on St. Paul
street. The gunpowder, twenty-five
pounds in all, had been placed there
prior to delivery to a customer. Le-
tourneau was slone in the storeroom
when the explosion occurred. The roef
of the store was blown off and fell with
a deafening crash into the street,

The boy received terrible injuries.
One of his hands was blown off and his
flesh from head to foot, was torn inio
ribbons. Most of his clothing was torn
from his body, and what remained had
i0 be taken off with a knife, He was
taken to the Central Hospital, and died
of his injuries this evening. DBefore
dyving he regained consciousness and
stated that the explosion occurred
through the igniting of matches in his
pocket. 1t is thought, however, that
the boy was probably smoking cigar-
ettes.

THE METHUEN MURDER
PUZZLES THE POLIGE

METHEUN, Mass.,, Aug. 11.—A sys-
tematic canvass of every house within
three quarters of a mile of the spot
where Policemen Charles H. Emerson
and Frank McDermott were killed Sat-
urday night, was made today by the
local and state police in am effort to
cast light upon the crime, and arrests
were made and fruitless clues followed
day and night without and tangible re-
sult. The inquiries at houses near the
fatal peat meadow brought out no new
facts. Some of the people claim that
they heard pistol shots Saturday night
but they made no investigation. No
facts could be found to place suspicion
upon anybody. But although the day
was negative in its results nothing oc-
curred to shake the theory that is
steadily gdining ground that the shoot-
ing was done by the same band that
terrorized the Jamaica Plain district of
Boston in July.

It has been learned that the officers
were killed by bullets from automatic
revolvers but there shreds of evidence
have been insuf€icient for the police to
weave a fabric even of suspicion against
the unknown criminafs. As in the case
of the Jamalica Plain shooting the police
are at a standstill.

EXPERT GIVES OPINION
OF WAR BALLOONS

WASHINGTON, D: C., Aug. 10.
That airships will play an important
part in the next war between world
powers; that the civil war should have'
lasted but nine months if either arm¥
had had a balloon corps like that now
at Fort Myer, Va., and that the Unit-
ed States government should secure
the services of the Wright Brothers
and Thomas S. Baldwin, were the op-
inlons expressed by Col. James Temp-
ler, until recently in command of the
aeronautical division of the British
army, after a visit today to Fort Myer,
where.he inspected the Baldwin air-
ship. He left tonight for Chattannoo-
ga, Tenn., on a tour of the principal
battleflelds of the Civil War to learn
what could have been accomvlished
had a balloon corps been available at
the time of those bhattles.

“In South Africa the British army
used twenty or more balloons to excel-
lent advantage,” he said. “In the San-
tiago campaign, during the Spanish
American war, the balloon used by the
American army was of immenee value.
