To the Editor of the Sun:
Sir—I have read with considerable 

interest the address of Judge Tuck in 
sentencing George Gee to be hanged, 
and also your editorial on the same 
matter in Saturday’s issue of the 
Sun.

My business keeps me travelling a 
great deal 'through the country por­
tion of New Brunswick, and let me 
say that the condition of affairs 
brought to light by this trial is by no 
means confined to Carleton Co., but is 
to be met with all over the province, 
and more particularly in the more 
thinly settled districts.

Within thirty miles of St. John there 
are settlements where schools are un­
known, where the people rarely or 
never see the inside of a church, and 
'where, judging by the number of ille­
gitimate children, the morals of the 
people are of the lowest order.

Even in the better class communi­
ties, inter-marriage of relatives is ex­
tremely common, and while I am not 
in a position to say so, I am convinced 
that a considerable portion of the In­
sanity which exists in the province 
today is attributable to this cause.

To those who have made any study 
of the matter, the present state of 
things in rural New Brunswick is de­
plorable. Ignorance and immorality 
walk hand in hand, and until drastic 
steps are taken to remedy matters 
they will grow worse instead of im-„ 
proving.

To my mind the remedy lies to a 
great extent in the passing of a com­
pulsory school law. This, with active 
missionary work on the part of the 
different religious bodies, would cer­
tainly effect a great improvement.
