Best Chancefor Boys.
Looking over my farm acoounts for
the year one item strikes me forcibly—
that of “hired help.” I paid'a man $20
per month, with board and washing (this
price being the averagegiven by farmers
generally) - $200 for ten months’ work—
and he teils me he has saved $169 of it.
I have been wondering why young men
seek clerkships in the cities at $30 and
$50 per momg., when, if'they would only
g0 out on the farm, mo{ would save
more, and in a few years, if industrious
and thrifty, be in position to farm for
themselves and soon become independ-
ent. Farmers’ sons living here, as soon as
old enough to leave home, usually rent
land and get to work for themselves, or
else go farther West and buy s cheaper
tract, C tly thera is a d d
for young men in this country to work
on the farms, and it seems to me it
would be well for any youog man look-
ing for position in & city to stady the
situation in all its phases before making
choice. Some time I will write you the
history of & young man of my acquaint-
ance who came here a pdor boy from
old Virginis, and is now s sucoessful
farmer.—E. C. Hole, Neb.

i Brittle hoof in horses originate in out-
ting away the frog too much in lhoel:q.

This thought
alone would show that the trunks never

Finally the
animal was turned to pasturetill winter,
then kept in the barnyard until grass
grew again, and after runnlgg in pasture
till June, was taken up, shod right, and
put to work, a sound horse, To treat
such a case now 'I would pull off the
shoes, pare down the rim of the hoof as
much as it would bear (and keep it so)
and then turn the auvimal out and let
him remain until well.

Feeding for Service.

In the care of horses the man who
puts too much fat on is no better to his
animals than the man who keeps his
team in run down ocondition. Of the
two the thin horse will suffer least from
exertion required of him. Fatis we&bt
without strength, and the horse which
has a hundred pounds excessive fat to
oarry goes through a day's work with as
much extra fatigue as he would if he
oarried & man on his back, and exoes-
sive fut is more than weight. The acca-
mnlsiion of fat on the internal or
compr: sses them ‘and weakens their
action. Room for the lungs and heart
to have free action is wanting, and thus
panting and rapid circulation result.
These exhaust the system so that prac-
tically & very fat horse is unfit for
sovere exertion.

There is a happy medinm of condi-
tion which the horseman who wants to
secure the best results in work should
strive after. Aund while it is not to be
expected that our draught stock should
reach the pink of condition attained by
the driving horse on the race course,
that same condition should be approach-
od. The race horses are to have strength
without fat. Their food is served them
often and in small messes. It consists
mostly of oats, Hay is given sparingly

and corn only ocossi l%' when o
severe work is in sight. The grain is
often soaked or steamed to make it

more easily digested and to prevent irri-
tation of the digestive organs, which
would cause the snimal to crave water.
In short, the feed is given with a view
to maintaining such physical vigor in
the horse as will enable him to enjoy
the severe training and racing he gets
every day.
