Toronto, July 23.—While the chief 
pre-convention excursion of the In­
ternational Geological Congress, which 
left Montreal July 13th to explore the 
formations of eastern Quebec and the 
Maritime Provinces, is inspecting the 
deposits of Cape Breton, a second and 
third are about to set out.

The Sudbury-Cobalt party numbers 
fifty-six under the leadership of W. G.

It appears that up to the present 
the company which submitted ten­
ders to the government, offering to 
operate an improved steamship 
Ice between Canada and the British 
West Indies, have not been In a posi­
tion to undertake the proposed serv­
ies.

Dickson hatf long imagined that he 
baa a grievance against Mr. MacIn­
tyre. Some time ago when the man’s 
father died he left some property to 
the widow, Including a house situated 
on leasehold land, of which Mr. Mac­
Intyre was trustee. The late Mr. 
George R. Vincent was trustee of the 
estate and after disposing of the prop­
erty he paid Dickson’s debts and 
turned the balance of the proceeds 
ever to the widow.

MacIntyre glanced up towards the 
door. He saw a hand grasping a long, 
black handled knife. The hand and 
knife slowly crept Into the doorway, 
followed by an arm and finally by 
Dickson's body. Mr. Mackintyre gave 
the man no time to strike but seizing 
him, bore him outwards into the main 
office and threw him to the floor. 
Calling upon Edward Chase, who was 
working there, to take the knife, Mr. 
Chase was unable to open the man’s 
fingers, but closed the knife, which 
was of the clasp variety, in such a wray 
that he would be unable to 
Constable James Steele happened to 
enter the office at this Juncture and 
he was despatched in search of the 
police.
