Presque Isle, Me., Dec. 30.—A far- 

reaching effect on the future growth 
of Northern Maine seems destined to 
be exerted by the construction of the 
new Quebec extension electric rood 
from Washburn westward to the Ca­
nadian boundary. Not only will the 
line form a link in the new and short­
er rail route between St. John end 
Quebec, but It will also open up a 
country rich In virgin timber and wa­
ter powers. The land Is fertile and, 
after the lumber has been cut off, it 
will be admirably suited to potato 
raising.

Land values have already gone up 
along the right of way, water powers 
have been Inspected and the sites of 
future towns have been roughly set­
tled upon. The work of construction, 
which Is to be commenced early next 
spring will be pushed forward as ra­
pidly as possible.

Peking, China—To understand what 

the Kuo Ming Tang stands for In Chi­
nese politics it Is necessary to know 
how the party was formed and what 
are Its component parts. The Kuo 
Ming Tang is the result of political 
party developments and the outcome 
of the amalgamation of several small 
parties.

As Is perhaps remembered, the pub­
lic mind of China was prepared for the 
ousting of the Manchus by the Tung- 
mlnghui. This party during the Man- 
chu regime naturally was a secret so­
ciety, the severest penalty being met­
ed out to those who weTe discovered 
to be members. It was organlsd by 
Sun Y at Sen and Huang Hein, the 
leader of the last rebellion, about 10 
or 12 years ago, its object being the 
overthrow of the Manchus.

Dr. Sun Yat Sen traveled the world 
propagating the objects of this soçlety,

anything, especially as the members of 
the party in Peking were convinced 
that they could ultimately control 
Parliament and by constitutional 
methods could bring to book the gov­
ernment for what the party deemed to 
be its misdeeds.

While these hopes were being cher­
ished thé Tungminghul section of the 
party took the bit between their teeth 
and plotted for another revolution with 
the Idea of turning out Yuan Shlh-Kal 
by force of arms. By doing so they 
spoiled the hopes of the moderate 
party In Peking. Without indicating 
to the members in Peking what they 
were doing the Tungminghul launched 
their rebellion Just at the moment 
when the constitutional section were 
Jubilating over the prospect of their 
plans succeeding.

It must be conceded that the action 
of the president In sending northern 
troops into the provinces gave a direct 
excuse for the rebellion, and probably 
gave the Tungminghul the opportunity 
that they wished for. These leaders 
were repudiated by the Kuo Ming 
Tang In Peking at the outbreak of the 
revolt, but that has not been sufficient 
to save it from the wrath of Yuan, 
who has found excuses for taking the 
drastic step of dissolving the party.
