The enemy
again employed large reserves of men
and gums, and delivered repeated
counter-aitacks practically along the
whole battle front. These hostile
forces suffered heavily from our con-
centrated artillery and machine gun
fire, both while assembling prior to
the attack and during the actual as-
sault.
Penetrated Line

‘In the face of obstinate resistance
our troops this morning pensetrated
a sector of the Hindenburg line west
of Queant, and have maintained them-
selves there all day against constant
and powerful counter-attacks.

“Further progress also was made in
the neighborhood of Cherisy, astride
(he Arras-Cambrai bank of the Scarpe,
where the positions, which changed
hands freguently and were defended
with great determination, are now in
our possession.

“On the left of the battle front we
captured the village of Fresnoy and
the enemy's positions south and
north of Fresnoy, on a front of two
miles. We also gained a footing in
the enemy's trench system north of
Oppy

Progress Elisewhere

‘Progress was made at other poiuts,
and the fighting continues.

‘In addition to the enemy's severe
losses in killed and wounded, we cap-
tured several hundred German pris-
oners .

‘Gredt activity in the air continues.
Fous German airplanes were brought
down yesterday in the air fighting and
another hostile machine was shot
down in our lines. In addition our
airplanes drove down five other enemy
machines out of control, and destroy
ed four German kite balloons. One
of our machines is missing.”

British Headquarters in Franee,
May 3, via London.—After four days
of calm, fighting on & large scale
was resumed on a side front today
and more important strategical points
fnto British hands, including the vil-
lage of Fresnoy, several miles north
of the Scarpe river, and the ground
about Cherisy, some distance south
of that somewhat insignificant stream.
Between Fontaine-Lez-Croisilles and
Bullecourt, about six hundred yards
more of the original Hindenburg line,
which ran from Queant in a north-
westerly direction towards Arras, was
penetrated and rolled up. This fight-
ing was close to the Queant Hinden-
burg line new emergency trench sys-
tem, extending north from there to
Drocourt. Work on this new system
is proceeding with feverish haste, ac-
!cm*dins: to prisoners, and the stub-
born resistance the Germans are now
offering is to prevent. the necessity
of their occupying the new line Dbe-
fore it is ready for prolonged defen-
sive action.

Covers 18 Miles

Today range of operations covered
virtually elghteen miles although the
pressure was not exerted over this
entire front. There was artillery ac-
tivity at all points, however, and the
stronger German positions were fairly
deluged with shells.

The fighting began just before dawn
and continued throughout a day of
glorious sumshine. The troops mov-
ing up in support of those actually
in the firing line passed along roads
whose overhanging trees were tipped
with the first fresh green leaves of
the renewed life of gpring.

Hun Officer Surprised

He marvelled at the situation and
asked what Canadian division took the
particular pesition he saw. When
told it was the same division which
captured him at Frestmoy today he
laughed and said he could not believe
it. He could mot believe that any
divisions in the Vimy fight would be
able to go on how, gnd shook his head
incredulously when told that all the
divisions were still at their battle
strength,

This same officer asserted that the
morale of the'troops opposite the
British front was better than during
the battie of the Somme.

He said that the German soldiers
see their aeroplanes about. They also
seem to be getting sorely needed ar-
tillery support during the last three
weeks, There had been much con-
Jecture about the lack of this support,
and the infantrymen had begun to re-
gard themselyes merely as targets for
the British artillery. The officer de-
clared that the feeling was all chang-
ed now and that the Germans be-
lieve their artillery equal to any, Odd-
ly enough, German shells began to
pitch about the prisoners collecting

Prisoners All Prussians

The prisoners taken at Fresnoy were
all Prussians. Two fresh regiments
had come into the Fresnoy trenches
last night for a great German counter-
attack on Arleux this morning. Need-
less to say, their plans were a  bit
upset by the British atteck. Good
progress was made east of Guehmappe
along the Arras-Cambrai road, in Brit-
ish troops pushed through Cherisy,
south of that road, swept several hun-
dred yards beyond their first objec-
tives. There was heavy fighting about
Fontaine-Lez-Croisilles and  Bulle
court, in which the Australians took
part.
