It Ist’t a Lack of Freight, But There Are
Delays at the Other End--Yankees Cutting
Rates--Matter of $10,000,000 Between
C. P. R. and Elder-Dempsters.

Montreal, Feb. 17—(Special)—The Cana-
dian eteamship eervice to South Africa has
not, aceordin: to Manager Thom, of the
Furness, Withy Compamny, proved a suc-
cess. “The difficulty,” he says, “is ot the
question of freight, but the delay which
the steamers meet in South Affrica on ac-
eount of lack of wharfage and lighterage
accommodation.

“Then again, the New York eteamers
are putting up a keen and ruinous compe-
tition, and tosget our steamers filled, we
have to meet the 10 shillings a bon, for
which they are carrying freight. Tuese
American agents have, in fact, cornered
the market there, and any sales of Cana-
dian manufacturers have to take place
through New York shipping houses. Win-
dow blinds, reapers, mowing machines,
which are manufactured here in Canada,
and can more than compete with the same
article made elsewhere, come under the
jurisdiction of the entemprisng Yankee.”

“I have no official information touching
the negotiations between the Canadian
Pacific and the Elder-Dempster Company,
regarding the purchase by the former for
the latter’s North Atlantic fleet,” remark-
ed D. W. Campbell, manager for the
Elder-Dempster Company in the city, to-
day.

Sir. Thomas Shaughnessy, president of
the O.;P. R,, i8 in Ottawa today, and none
of the other officials are in a position to
speak on the subject. Just how many
gtéathers the C. P. R. intend purchasing
from the Elder-Dempster Company is not
known, but it is said the purchase price
is $10,000,000, which wou!d probably pay
for seven or eight steamers.

While Under Detention, Palmist

Devised Some of His Property —|

A «Beastly Job” He Had to Do

’

Sensationa] developments regarding the tragic death of the palmist, Paul Grey, who
swindled Vietor W. Dykeman out of $450 on Saturday last and committed suicide
Sunday morning, etill come to light, but the moykterious adventure has so far covared
up the fact of his real identity. Lhe most recent mews in conhection wini Grey’s
carcer is the text of his will, written just before he committed suficide. Tt is here
published. ‘

Sunday morning, while undér detention at Vanceboro, he wrote with a steady,
bold hand, using a'lead pencil, the following remarkable statement and will, which
be handed to Doctor Young. The following is a copy of the statement in full, as
wribten on both sides of three pieces of some adverticing matber:—

“5 . m. Sunday. This watch and chain belongs to Germain street jeweler, near
King street. 1 got it on approval, please return it to him. The opal ring I paid
817 for from Ferguson & Gale, jewelers, next to Hotel Royal. I give it to Mr. Bili-
ott, of Blliott’s Hotel, together with my overcoat, trunks and effects left at his
thotel. i ; :

“J expected to return Monday a. m. Mr. E. is a good man, and as I have no
relatives or friends in America I give them to him.

“The little diamond ring, a lady will call for Tuesday, to Elliott’s. I have §14
cash, use haif of same to print papers. A friend there may see it and fix @ kind
tale for my peoplé over the sea—rest give to Hlliobts.

“My body I gladly w.ll to a Canadian_hospital for scientific purposes. I ap-
point policechief as my executor please. J. had better see Crawford Wilson &
Co., and fix up papers quick. Kindest love to those who I rémember.

“Ithis is for the best—FAR THE BEST, for FAMILY NAME which will not
be knopwn. = :

«Tp friends in St. Joha 1 cati say truly I have wronged no man or woman.

“Officers here are working up” a case, I have no money or heart to enter into
such a conflict, so, take the wisest course. I send my blessing over the sea to loved
ones. Cheer up [ am not sad rather glad to kmow the time has come. I have
a beastly job now and while my two jailers sleep I will get at it and change con-
ditions. I am sick, tired and anxious to rest. I expect to know more in a few
mwinutes and my spirit vengeamce will ‘surely, visit some one. I am tired of being
weak and lonesome, now for a change. : “PAUL GREY.”

P. S—The umbrella was 1&ft in my office six weelks ago. - Mr. Elliott will please
return it if anybody calls. I do not owe a penny to any one I bought nc .icket
“for Boston.” : :

After referring to another men as meeting Him here by appointment, the docu-
ment continnes:— i

“He foecls secure no doubt.in doing this to me, but what's the odds. I'm in a
hurry now. 3 “PAUL GREY.”

In the Jower corner of the paper was 'the following:—

“No one in America ever heard our family name, so the above is good enough.”

There is every reason to believe that Payl Grey was living in this city under
an assumed name, and theére are persons not only in' the city, but in the United
States who phobably know more of his life history than they will disclose,
Vietor W. Dykeéman, it is cldimed, was not the only person buncoed by the
nwiley hand redder in bis rooms in Germain street. Ome by oné, things are coming
to light showing that others had, even during the last week, been done out of
wums of from $10 to $20, but these persons not omly feel ashamed that they have
been taken in, but fear publicity. ’ ;

1t is known, however, that a man vikited the rooms of Paul Grey on a day last
week and went through the same process of losing his'money as did Viator Dyke-
man. This man’s name was Stanley, and the amount he lost was $10. He received
a pitce of brown paper in silk, instead of his godd money, and did not discovér his
nistake until after the Dykeman affair had come to light.

\Amother case is that of a prominent married lady, who last week consulted Grey.
She took a $20 gold;piece to him. The coin was put through. a process, was wrapped

in pink tesue paper.and the lady was to hang it round her neck, tied to a string of

her huoky color. ;

She did just as Grey told her and promised to call on the following Tuesday
afternoon and be told where she could receive a fortune. Something happened in
the ‘meantime and that something was learned by her Sunday night. It wes just
before time to go to church that she heard of Grey’s sudden departure and suic de.
Hastening to her room she todk the coin from round her neck, remuved the paper
and found to her dismay instead of her $20 gold piece a common piece of brass,
abott the size of themoney. This lady, like others, had followed orders and kept
the matiter secret from her husband. . i

qlhere is no doubt felt that Grey has friehds in the United States, who have
récdived his money and diamonds, although he claims he was without relatives or
close friends. The fact that a code letter found torm up in his office regaraing
the seéndipg of articles and the address of Harry B. Hayes, Troy (N. Y.), has prob-
ably something to do with the case, for one of the special delivery letters sent om
Friday from Vamceboro was for Troy (N. Y).

“Piofessor Grey was tired of living, his life had for a short time back apparently
béen a burden to him, and he sought rest. He may have been clever, he may have
fbeen of unsound mind, but at all events his last statements in this world were that
he was seeking rest by death with an idea of ‘a hereafter. His conversation at
Vanceboro on Friday, when a young man refised to accept a half dollar for meil-
ing the five special dedvery letters, was to the effect that if he would not accept the
mooney some obher person would get it.

When arrested by Officer Robineon, he said he would have a bullet put through
{the officer. ;

Saturday night Officer Robinson placed Grey in the apartments of the govern-
ment detention quarters at Vanceboro station, with aniother deta'ned passemger,
Charles McDonald, of 320 Shawmut svenue, Boston. Later on in the night Officer
Robingon, with Walter Finson, of the United States cusboms service, visited Grey
to search him. As the officials entered the moom Grey was in a stooping position,
and on nearing the toilet Robinson saw fhe number 50 on a piece of a bill. He
secured pieces of torn bills, which he handed to Mr. Finson, amounting in all o
$350. :

That Grey mearnt to d'e is shown by his telling his companion. in detention not
to bother if anything happened, for he was liable to take a fit.

When Grey was discovered as having cut his throat, one of the first to be
summoned was Doetor Young, of Vanceboro.

Grey’s valige, with the supposed valuables were gent to Bosfon, and the num-
ber of the check on the valise is 489,590: . :

The body of Paul Grey was Tuesday afternoon placed in a casket and the
railway company will see that the padmist is bumied.

Grey, it is said, was a member of the Knights of Pyithias and the Odd Fel-
lows, and some of the miembers of these orders at Vamceboro are looking after the
body. There was cnough money found on the body to pay the funeral expenses, and
it is expected interment will take place at Vanceboro today.

Among others who have taken an interest in the case is H. Price Webber,
Hheatrical manager. He informed the authorities Monday that he had known Grey
in this country for years, and found him a good fellow. Mr. Webber sa.u his com-
pany would be at Danforth (Me.), and if any mioney was needed to give Grey a
decent burial to call on him and he would sulbscrube. |
