In, the face of the
strong opposition of Monsier de Plevhe,
_minister of the interior, he adopted the
advice of Melville E. Stone, general man-
‘ager of the Associated Press, and ordered
. Ahe abolition of the censorship on alll press
: sent out of the empire. The

only censorship applied since that time
has been on messages filed in Manchuria.
He also received in special audience the
editors of the St. Petersburg daily papers,
and epoke to them of the need of Russia
for their pens. The adoption of Mr.
Stone’s advice was a concession to foreign
opinion, which shows the weight his ma-
jesty attaches to it. The audience grant-
ed to the editors of the local papers em-
phasized his appreciation of the force the
press has acquired in| Russia. The censor-
ship has mot been lifted in the empire.
Telegrams in regard to the movements of
Russian ships and troops, which have
been published abroad and sent to Bt.
Petersburg, must first be submitted to the
war 'dommission, whidh does not always
authorize reproduction. Often I have been
with an editor, who was waiting patient-
ly to hear from the commission. About
the time the paper usually went to press,
he evinced growing anxiety as to the in-
tention of the commission. Would it per-
mit the item to be published? Was it safe
to run the misk of punishment and print
it? 'Wasn’t it better to leave a nk
space, and then, if permission came at the
last moment, to ehove the type in place?
These are some of the questions which
flash through the mind of every managing
editor. I have seen papers with a blank
space in the midle of a page, and others
which were “caviared,” that is an item
was published, which the censor consid-
ered objectionable, and, in order to avoid
punishment, it was blacked out.

To avoid the disapproval or displeasure
of the authorities, various expedients are
resorted to, which exeite admiration.
Abuees in Russia are covertly attacked
by eharply criticising similar abuses in
other countries. If the authorities forbid
the publication of én item, it sometimes
happens that a paper will make a denial
of it and thus convey the information to
the public. .Above all, however, Russian
journalists vely upon the innuendo. It is
a joy to read betweep the lines of what
they write. The ideas are there, but they
are eo subtly expressed that it is quite
impossible for the censor to place his fin-
ger upon a statement that should be struck
out. Frequently, the censor gets around
the corner by disapproving the entire ar-
ticle. “That is the heartbreaking feature
of the censorship,”’ said one writer, who
had been informed that his matter could
not be published. “I have devoted hours
to that article, then I had td submit it to
a censor, who knew little about the sub-
ject and cared less. That ignorant stupid
is the person to say whether or not matter
may be published.”

In spite of the censorship, the press has
retained its independence. There’is none
of that servility which ome might natur-

ally expect to develop under the condi-

are oftentimes run in order to put views
before the public, which the conscientious
editor thinks it should know. Thus, after
de Plevhe was aseassinated, the Novoe
Vremya, at St. Petersburg, boldly advo-
cated the organization of -a responsible
cabinet, instead of a collection of ‘minis-
ters, each of whom was answerable only
to the emperor. The authorities over-
looked this violation of the censorship
regulations. . '

A few months before, the Russ, another
St. Petersburg journal, published a -letter
from a correspondent, in which it was
stated that the students were .less revo-
lutionary than boyish, full of energy which
had to find a vent. The street sale of the
paper was stopped ‘for a time. But the
Russ is just as willing to make a publica-
tion if it will advantage the people as it
was before punishment. In this strength
of character lies the hope of the press.
The penalties are severe. They include
complete suppression, stoppage of street
sales, prohibition to publish advertise-
ments for a certain period, removal of the
editor from control, banishment of the
contributor. It is fair to say that the
government acts only with the greatest
reluctance. Rarely does it order total sup-
pression; that is a destruction of property
which no official desires. [But certainly it
is a mean little act to prevent street sales,
or to forbid publication of advertisements.
“We do not impose any punishment,” said
an official, “unless the true interests of
the empire demand it. When 'we have to
take action, we do so, at firet, in the form
of @ warning. If a paper receives three
warnings then it may be suppressed or
oherwise punished.”

Officia]l supervision of the contents of
the papers cannot prevent the growth of
their circulation. The anxiety of the peo-
ple of all classes to get news from the
front has caused them to become eager
purchasers. [ have seen them crowding
around newsboys, who have papers “hot
off the press,” and reading aloud the re-
ports of military operations. In-the prov-
inces, little aheets, with the despatches
printed on one side, are sold. The “yel-
low journal” has developed, as a result of
thid interest, the huge type over the wild-
est rumors being their prominent feature,
ag it is of papers of this class published
in London and New York.
