London, Feb. 6.—The Conservative 
candidates were elected in Westminister 
yesterday by large majorities. The re- 
presentatives in the last parliament were 
a Liberal-Conservative and a Liberal.

In the elections held to-day, 21 Con- 
servatives, 18 Liberals and three Home 
Rulers were returned from 22 constitu- 
encies. The Conservatives have gained 
one seat each in Ayrshire, Stirlingshite, 
Leeds, Chelsea, Oldham and Lower 
Hamlets. The Home Rulers have 
gained seats in Conmel and Mayo 
County, and two in Waterford city. 
Sir Chas Dilke was re-elected in Chelsea, 
standing at the head of the poll, but his 
Liberal colleague in the last parliament 
is replaced by a Conservative. Burt, 
the workingman’s candidate, was elected 
in Swansea by 2,750 majority. Ritchie, 
conservative, and Samuell, Liberal, were 
returned from Tower Hamlets. The 
Right Hon. Mr. Ayrton was defeated, 
his vote falling 3,000 short of Ritchie’s.

The daily consumption of rice in Bengal ter-sellers have found the Nova Scotians 

" in no mood to condone their crime.is 37,000 tons; the famine is supposed
likely to affect more than one third of 
the population, or over twenty millions 
of people. Ordinarily Bengal produces 
enough rice for its own consumption and 
considerable for export, the shipments 
last season being very nearly 400,000 
tons. This year the rice crop has totally 
failed in many districts and is very scanty 
at the best. The Government has been 
compelled to buy up rice for importation 
wherever it can be found and is unable 
anything like the amount needed. The 
harvests in Siam and Java also have fail­
ed and nothing can be obtained from 
those quarters. All the surplus rice in 
the British Provinces of Arraean and 
Burmah had beeen secured for Bengal, 
and purchases were being made else­
where. The principal portion of the 
Burmese rise is of the soft kind, and 
will probably cause dysentery among the 
Bengalese, that will carry off thousands 
who escape being starved to death. The 
total amount secured from external 
sources by the Government is set down 
at 200,000 tons, and if to this be added 
400,000 more possibly available, from all 
sources, at famine prices, if those prices 
are paid early enough to prevent transfer 
elsewhere, there will be provision for 
about two montas to meet a deficit that 
will continue for about ten months and 
may last two years. Notwithstanding 
the threatened famine, the better quanti­
ties of rice continue to be exported 
from Calcutta and great complaint is 
made against Government on this head. 
The outlook is undoubtedly exceedingly 
gloomy, and it will require the best 
energies of the British authorities in 
India to prevent the deaths of thousands 
of the natives.
