HIE subject of our present sketch came to this
SIZ comtry in 1850, with Col, now Lord, Wolscicy,
with the Red rviver expadition, having command of a
company of the Osntario Ritles,  Ile senved in Red
River (the carly name of Manitobay until July, 1856,
when he was transierred to the Northwest Meounted
Police, as Superintendent, being stationed first at
Fort Pclly, Shoal Lake, Battleford and Regina fol-
fowing. In 1883 hewes sent to Calgary, in com-
maud, which position he stili holds. On July 1st.'86,
he was promoted to the raak of Aszistant-Comumis-
sioner.  Col. Flerchmer was through the rebellion of
'$3. being chicl of the stafi on Col. Otier’s column,
and was present at the engagement at Cut Kaife,
at which we jost dight men, while a number were

woundal. Col. Herdhuner has taken two of our
governors through the country.  In 1381 he escorted
the Marquis of Lome from Portage la Prairic to
Macleod, going by way of Battleford and Calgary.
Last year he took Lord Stanicy through the ranch-
ing country, on which occasion he was appointed
extra A, D Co for the Territories, and was brought
back on the active dist of the Canadian militia, with
the substantive rank of Licut.-Coloncl.
