1 worked with them, I had thorough faith in
the principles vt their policy. My fellow-
countrymen and co-religionistsinthe Province
of Ontario were ouc with them during the
early period of our difficulticn. When
Downing street ruled and Mr. Baldwin and
Mr, Lafontaive were the leaders of the Lib-
eral party, the Catholic vecple of Ontario
were onc with them and continued so.  After-
wards a good deul of irrismtion arose between
t/pper aud Lower Canada on the questions

of representation by  population, the
school guestion, and varjous other matters
ofi that kind. They were treated

by & wing ot che Reform party inlangusge
so stromg, so vituperstive, and abusive that
the Catbolics who up to thst time had acted
with that party, withdrew from it. They
then joined the Copservative party, finding
that party yiclding more of those particular
demands vn which they insistel than the
party with which they had been acting.
They continned supporting Sir John Mac-
donald sod hia party firmly, and almost
unanimously, until 1871.  Dusing & period of
20 years or moro they had supported that
party.

they had no place. They found that they
were only used ut the times of elections to
support Sir Jobn Macdonald and his party.
They bore their share of the burdens of the
company. Lney bore more than their share
in the polical battles of the country. They
then decided that they should no longer con-
tinue in thut position.” They put themselves
jn communication with both political parties,
and found that while both of them were
willig at all times to avail themsalves of the
support of our people, neither was willing to
do full or fsir justice. They insisted that
they sheuld continue in  that groove no
longer, but should look for representation,
believing that all other matters which be-
longed of right to them wounld follow.

ranke of the political party to which thney
helonged, end whase principles they upheld.
~ I'took a strong purt in the elections of that
time, and continued giving my support ia
every way 1 could toithe Coneervative party
until towards 1882. The elections of '§2
were coming on nnd much correspondence
tool place hotweoa Sir John Macdonald and
myself. He knew very well our purpose. Ho
know that we were united as a peaple upon
onp poinf, rrpreeentation, particularly repre-
sentation in the Cabinet, Having ne
royWguentation in the House of Commons,

being the minority in Ontario, it became of
paramonnt importance to us to have, in the
Cabinet at all events, some representation.
He bimself, unsolicited by me, offered me &
seat in the Cabinet and a stat in the Senate.
After conferring with wy frieads, snd they
having acquiesced in that arrangement, it
was consented to, sand shortly afterwarda the
right hon. gestleman wrote a letier offering
me a , ;
SEAT IN THE SENATE,
I did not understand that exsctly. The ar-
rapgement once mode with & mwan in his
pasition, msde when many were present,
made where it was all understood, 1con-
sidered just ss good uaod as binding as if it
had been on parchment.  There was consider-
able correspondence, much of which 1 canout
use because of its Leing private, or inteaded
to he private, but the last waa asg follows :—
¢ Let wwe hear from you absut this notion
of the Upper House by telezram on receipt
of this.—0 Dusouor.”

That was cu the 23rd May, 1352, after a
good deal of correaponpence.

 (Jothe 23cd of May be telegraphed me :—

I will writein answer to that telegraw.”

He was written to na follows :—

25th May, 1882,
Sir John Macdonald, Ottawa.

Your letter received. Does tho letter mean
that our people in this Province shall have
po teat in the Cabicet?

Then he came to Torcnto and invited us
to the residence of the Hon, D. L. Macpher-
gson, We met there—the Hon. Mr. Smith,
the Iion. David Macpherson, Mr. P. Boyle,
Mr. John Shields, and the Premizr—aud on
that occasion he siguificd his full adherence
to the arrangement he had made, and then
declared hig intention of carrying it out. He

That was -Sir John Macdonald’s letter to
the bishops. That letter having been sent,
the letters were given lo me to deliver,
They were read, conned over and considered
in the presence of all whom I bave named.
On that being done, the address to tho elec-
tors was signed by Irank Smith, John
Costigan and John O'Donohee. 1 belicve
that there should be gencrosity from the
msjority to the minerity in every country.
