Another thing that a prominent Conservative said to me was
that they did not want any ®fixing and sawing off® at Ottawa;that he
for cne would not 2; deprived of nis franchiise by party wire pullers
in Ottawa,and that, any arrangement is made it should be made localliy.
It appears that they nre somewhat sore with some of their party v.re
pullers at Ottaws particularly with Reid who assumed before to have
