The
sneaker Lhen referred 10 the rebellion
of the angels under Lucifer and their
exile from Heaven, It was the over-
weening ambition of Satan which had incited
them to refuse 10 serve (Giod and to risk the
Joss of all happiness and the indeseribable glor-
jes of Heaven.

in Heaven of those who had re-
fallen angels began theiwr mwach-
question  was  somelimes
asked if men had not enough 1o
tend with without being subjecte
the snares and nits BT for them by
encmigs of Gioa. This trial, however, wis per-
mitted for some myslerious reason by the
Deity, and so with U existence of the tirst
man begur, Satan’s dete mined effort to defeat
the end for which he had been created.  Dean
Harris drew attention to the fact that it was
the direct influence of the evilone Lo which the
fallour first parents was due : that to thissame
influence was atiributable the death of Abel,
and the falling off from righteousness of the
Antediluviang, who beeame 80 Wil ked that
God repented having made them. The wick-
edness of Sodom was the result. of Batan’s
workings against man's spiritual life, inthe
time of King Saul Israelitics bad been inier
dicted from having communication with the
evil spirits and the Bible expressly 1old us that
they possessed the bodies of men in the time of
Christ. The speaker quotes a number of in
gtances in which the Saviour hud exorcised
them. In our day their existence was not
made 86 evident to the senses as it was al that
period, but there were proofs that the diabolic
influence wis as active as it had ever been.
He spoke of the horrible erimes and blas-
phemies  committed in France at the
outbreak of the FKrench revolution ns
illustrations  of the depth 1o which
human nature could not fall without dinboiic
influence being exercispd-—crimes which sur-
passed human conception, and blasphemies
which even weni 10 ihe exient of puitiug ijp &
woman of the streets in the place of the Deity
Himself. The speaker closed by counselling
his henrers to resist the influence of all evil
prompbings.
