the bands of religious. St. Paul
recognized woman's fitness for thig
occupation, and appointed deacon
esses to look after the sick and dis-
tressed, the earliest Visiting Nuraes’
Association, and an ‘early Christian’
form of district nursing.

"'8t. Paula, a fourth century Roman
lady, was the first trained nuree, and
established the first training school |
for nurses of which we have any
record. In her own city she devoted
hergelf and her fortune to the gervice |
of the unfortunate. Pagan Rome had ;
little appreciation, and no sympathy |
for this effort, and she went to |
Bethlehem, in Judea, where she built
& small hospital for the sick poor of |
the distriet, and for pilgrims over- |
taken by disease while travelling in |
Palestine. Here also she trained her
band of women in the care of the
sick. Later she built and equipped a
hospice on the road to Jerusalem.
for pilgrime who had met with acei- |
dent and ill health on the way.

The doctor concludes that, unless
Catholios are imitated in their rever-
ence for the Mother and Child,
hygiene will not go very far towards
preserving infant life.

Another tribute comes from an
unexpected quarter.
