The convention was the most impor-
tant and successful ever held in Canada
and was closed at 3.30 p.m on Thursday,
May 23¢d, to meet on the first Tuesday
n May, 1890, in the town of Dundas,

The Delegates Banquetted.

Last night the delegates to the annual
convention of the Ontario Grand Branch
of the Emerald Beneficial Asgociation
were tendered a complimentary banquet
at the Balmoral hotel by the brethren of
the local branch, The supper was &
splendid success in every way.

After supper, Dr, McGrath, the chair
man, called the guests to order, and
introduced the different numbers on the
programme of toasts, The epeeches
which followed were in the msjority of
cases little geme of post prandial eforts
of the light, humorous but effective kind
suited for such an occasion.

Tie health of the Queen was first
drunk, after which Bro. Crotty, of Ham
ilton, Grand President of the E. B A,
sang “God Save Ireland,” the company
joiniog in tke chorue, His effort was
lovdly applauded.

To the next toast, “The Canadian Par
liament,” Mr. T. Cahill replied on be-
of the local mewmbers, who, he said, were
absent probably through an oversight
The people of this riding sent down one
representative to support the govern-
ment of Ottawa, and the other to sup
port the Mowat government at Toronto,
and he questioned if they had to do it
agein whether they could do better than
re elect the eame genleman, As to the
Canadian parliament, he could say it
was & body of which any country might
be proud. iie considered the House
had been honored by the recent debate
on the Jesuit question, which bas ter
minated to the eatisfaction of at least
nearly ali those present, Mr, Cahill’s
little speech was tull of bumor and wit,
and bis patriotic references in conclusion
to “our glorious Dominion” called forth
storms of applause,

Messrs I, Dann and M, Tierney sang
“Larboard Watch Ahoy,” and were
vigorously encored, but they declined to
respond,

The toast to “The Mayor and Corpora-
fion” brought to his feet Mr. Thos
Kelly, who referred to the substantial
growth and prosperity of Peterborough,
and its low taxation,

Mr, David Ahearn next eang a patris-
tic Irish song, *The Round Towers ot
Ireland ”

The Emerald Beneficial Association
was tossted and Mr, Carey of Hamilton
responded. He eaid he had been a
member of the society for the past
twelve years and occupied many honor
able positions and attended many con
ventions, but never before had he felt so
proud of the association as he did to day
in Poterborough. He would eay to the
local branch, that that though it was the
baby of the association, its members
might well be proud of the fact that it
was the banner branch of the Province,
The speaker referred to the hospitality
which the delegates had met with in
Peterborough, whose people appeared to
have a good deal of that characteristic
warm Irish hospitality in their natures,
Toe speaker also referred to the
prestige which the presence of
a couple of members of the council
among them as members ot the branch
would have. The Emerald Beneficial
Aseociation had a grand fature before it,
in which all Oatholic young men should
take an interest, Why should they not
take their ic“ in public life and show
those people who thought they had no
rights that they did have rights? And
for that purpose every Catholic man,
young and old, should join with them.
The present representative body met in
Peterborough was the most intelligent
and progreesive that had ever convened.
After reterring to the charities in con-
neotion with the Association, the speaker
drew attention to its literary features,
He said it was intended that every
branch should have its library, The
Association bad in its membership the
highest among the hierarchy of the land,
among them the late beloved Arch.
bishop Lynch, It was a pleasure to him
to state that the canvention had that day
received congratulations from Bishop
Dowling of Hamilton, and also a letter
from the administrator of the archdiocese |
of Toronto, eaying that his heart was in
the Association. The Emerald Benefi.
oial Aesociation, while cultivating Catho.
licity, did not inculcate hard feelings
against any of her sister societies; the
speaker wondered why it was thau the
different societies did not mingle more

ether and thereby sweep away Lhe
r‘mgimu bigotries that at present exist.
In conclusion he thenked the people of
Peterborough for their kind reception,
and hoped all Catholic men would realiz3
that this was the best society they could
belon

to,

Hr.‘J. J Macauley, Toronto, sang “The
Gems of Old Ireland,”

Mr, Smith, of Duodas, u;»lled briefly
to the toast of the *Guests,’”’ telling how
well he bad been used by the people of
Peterborough.

Mr, Jobn O'Brion: of Peterborough,
sang “The Irichman’s Toast,” and re-
ceived bearty applause therefor.

To “Qur Sister Societies,” Mr, Johu
(O'Meara responded on bebalf of the C.
M. B. A, of which he was a member of
the Grand Council. The Associstion,
wbich numbered 23,000 members, be
regarded as the twin sister of the E. B,
A. Speaking of the latter society, he
said it had come iato existemce partiou.
larly to soothe end cheer the sick and
needy and ocsre for its members, The
E B. A looks after the father, mother
and children of the member while living ;
but after their death the C. M, B, A
steps in and cares for the widows and
orphans, Aunother association which he
regarded as the first cousin of the Emer-
ald Beneficial Association was the
National League, of which there was a
large and flyurishing branch in Peter-
borough. On behalf of these Associa-
tions Mr. O'Menara tendered the dele.
gries a hearty welcome to Peterborough

To the toast of the Learned Profession,
Mr, L. M. Hayes replied in a happy

Capt, Brennan was called up to re.

Seven Years Minister of
Revenue.

Thureday last, the 22rd insi, was the
seventh anniversary of the Hon, John
Costigan’s entry isto the Cabinet ot the
Dominion, and of his assumption of
the important and responsible position
of Minister of [nland Revenus, a position
which he still holds and has continued
to hold since the dite named. Oa
Wednesday morning the Dominion Ex
press C), brought the first intimation of
what proved to be so general a move
ment amongst the cflicers of the various
brancbes of his vast department, in the
shape of a beautifully.worded, elator.
ately engrossed aund richly framed
address from the inspector and othar
ofticers of the Inland Revenue District of
Maritoba, The morning and atternoon
of Thureday brought address after
address—each one vieing with the other
in expressions ot good wiil and gratitude
—until it was found that from the ex.
treme east to the extreme west
of the Dominion there was a perfect
chorus of praise. The address from the
Montreal Division is also a gem in every
respect, and is in the shape of a parch-
ment gscroll mounted on a blue plush
roiler, and encased in the same material,
Opinions are divided as to which of these
two are the handsomest. The one from
this city is also very tasteful in design
and finish ; it also is scroll.shaped, and
at the top the initials of the Minister
were entwined and supported by maple
leaves and shamrocks, The words In
land Revenue were inscribed around the
margin, and it was accompaniad by a
beautiful gold headed cane, Reference
to the Montreal address, a lstter to a
gentleman in Ottawa giving an account
of the union meeting of the branches in
that city at which the address was pre.
pared, says: “Had the hon. gentleman
heard the remarks which were applied
to him and cheered to the echo, it would,
I am sure, have proved as agreesble to
him as other events of much more im.
portance.”

Four o’clock on Thureday was the hour
appointed for the presentation of the
addresser, which accordingly took place in
the Minister’s oftice, ﬁ‘he proceedings

were opened by Mr, Martin Battle,
Collector of Inland Revenue at Ottawa,
stating that he had been eutrusted with
the duty of presenting the united addres
from the branches at Montreal, which he
then read, The veteran Mr. Jobn Pcu.

re, Collector of Crown Timber, and

l{de Dues at Oitaws, then resd the
united address of the branches in this eity ;
sund then Mr. A, Oode, Inepector of
Welgbts and Measures, at O:tawa, ¢ald he
was deputed by the city branches to
present to Mr, Ccstigan a superb ebony
gold headed cane. All these gentlemen
prefaced thelr acts with an expression of
the intense pleasure which it effirded
them, individuslly, to be the instraments
of expressing to bim the warm feelings
which each and every one of the cfficlal
wh.m they reprerented entertsined
towards bim., Mr. M F. Walsh, private
secretary, then handed sMr.
