A Comfortable Bed for Animals.
What man or beast does not enjoy it? Every
wild animal, from the lordly lion to the insignifi-
cant mouse, bestows careful pains upon its rest-
ing-place. The universal instinet which prompts
this ease indicates that it is a matter of no small
importance in the physicial economy. About
one third of an animal’s whole life is passed in
resting, and nature intended that during this
time its condition should be most favorable for
restoring and building up the organisstion. In
the care of domestic animals, kept for profit, this
point is worthy of specisl attention. Comfort-
able bedding directly favors the increase of fat
and musocle by belping to retain the animal heat,
and also by adding to quiet end comfort. In
this way a bundle of straw on the outside may
be equivalent to a feed of grain inside. Horses

view to keep their muscles in good order, as
every tyro must know that sleeping upon a hard
board will scarcely give pliancy to the limbe.
But good bedding is of little less benefit to eattle.
If it be doubted, experiment for two weeks with
milch-cows ; give them comfortable litter the first
week and allow them to lie upon the frogen
ground the second, then note the difference re-
corded in the milk-pail ; it will be very great.
Straw and refuse hay are generally used, and cre
well used for bedding. Cutting into lengths of
say six inches has some advantages, though it

bardly pay if required to be cut by band.'

the case in villages, an excellent substitute may
be found in leaves. ' They possess one advantage
over straw, in making the very best manure for
gardening when mixed with animal excrements.

Axes.

Not one manufacturer of 'axes in twenty,
makes in reality a good axe. It is not suffici-
ent to have an axe cut well, or to have it well
polished, but it should aleo work well ; and even
many good choppers don’t know but their aze
works well ; for the reason that they never had
the good luck to get an axe that was made right.
I live at present in a chopping community, and
but one man out of twenty or thirty, has got an
axe that they all admire when they take hold of
it. They say, “ Why, how easy your axe chops;
I thought mine was a good onme.” This axe
weighs four and a half pounds, and its thickest
place is in the centre, and at the lowest edge of
the eye, and tapers straight to the top of the
head, and tapering ovally down to the edge, snd
ovally to each side, being in the centre quite
thick, and the bit would be called a very round
one for  new axe. This axd does not require
more strength to pull it out than it does to throw
it in, which is the fault with two many axes.
When a beavy blow is struck, the thick centre
serves as a pivot for the axe to turn upon, when
the handle is pulled upon, and if the chip is not
thrown out, it cannot hold it.—Cowntry Gentlo-
man and Cultivator.
