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POLITICAL INCONSISTENGIES.

CoxsisTeNCY has very appropriate-
Iy been termed a jewel, for the
simple reason, we soppose, that it is
oae of those things very hard to
find, especially in the political world.
How very regrettable is it to see
men of rare ability abusing the
talents entrusted to their keeping by
attempting to mislead those who do
pot happen to be well informed on
public matte s, in order if possible
to strengthen their party. Such
conduct reminds us of the injunction
given by a father to his son wben
about entering upon tke active duties
of life—** My son, get money=—hon-
estly if you can—but by all means
get it.” So do many politicians of
the present day seek to obtain place
snd power, but they are not ver)
particular as to the means employed.
In no matter affecting the interest~
of Canada has there been displayed
so much of inconsistency as in the
-matter of Protection—our Grit
friends particularly showing them-
gelves off to (dis)advantage in thi~
respect. From the lesser lights—the
Chatbam Grit organ and other echo
sheets of the same feeble calibre—
we expect to be treated to exhibi-
tions of inconsistency, and that con-
ﬁnually-. but tae people of Canads
bave a right to expect better things
from the leading daily newspape:s o1
the Dominion, whose mission it is,
or shou!d be, to lead and mould pub-
lic opinion. For instance, the To
ronto Globe,—in many respects an
ably conducted journal—displaye
murh of inconsistency. Now that
the cold weather is coming on, our
great Grit contemporary is saying
very hbard things about the coal
duty—but while burling forth its
anathemas against Lthe Government,
* seems to forget that ouly a few days
bave elapsed since it championed the
cause of one who not ouly approved
of the duty on coal, but who also
publicly announced taat should he be
honored by receiving the suffrages of
the people, he -ould endeavor to
bave tr e duty increased. We refer
to Mr. McKay, the Opposition can-
didate who recently suffered a mor-
tifying defeat at the hands of Mr.
McLeod, the Ministerialist. In that
contest Mr. McKay told the electors
that the duty on coal ought to be in-
creased to seventy five cents per ton.
and yet this was the man who re-
ceived the sopport of the Globe.
While condemning the duty on flous
and corn mesl, Mr. McKay by advo-
cating the justoess of the duty on
coal, was simply arguing in favor of
the National Policy, although doing
80 in & most selfish epirit—for if it
is right to protect the coal interest of
Cape Breton, the main interest of
that section of country, then it ix
equally right and just that the manu-
facturing and agricultural interest of
the Upper Provinces, and the in-
terests in which the Maritime Pro-
vinces are interested, shall receive
equitable protection. According to
Mr. McKay’s theory it 18 right to
protect the coal interests of Cape
Breton, but wrong to protect the ag-
ricaltoral and manufacturing inter-
ests of Ontario, s theory at once uvn-
sound and illogical, and one which
savors strongly of inconsistency and
the rankest selfishness. These
episodes go to show the holiowness
of the cry against the National Pol-
icy—those who indulge 1w it virtual-
ly saying—* Let the interests of ou
peighbors Jauguish and decline, bu
ouRr interests must be fostered and
protected. Then again, bow incon-
sistent is it for the Telegraph of S .
Johba to don its political maguifying
glasses, and ramble from the Atlan
tic to the Pacific to discover s manu-
facturer whose business is not in s
flourishing coudition, which it of
course at.ributes to the evil results
of the N. P., at the same time delib-
eerately passing by the records of the
many iudustries into which, under
the priicy of the new administration.
new life and vigor are being infused
—and 80 far as it.is concerned either
exqluding these records from it
columns, or else by misrepresent-
ing the facts, seeking to mislead tbe
public as to the real causes of the
pew life which is being infused into
wany of the industries by which
alone our Country can become pros-
perous and influeutial. We say
these things =re to be regretted for
80 long ss public affairs and the ef-
forts of able and wise administrators
are ™isrepresented, so long will the
unsophisticated be led astray by
these wolves in sheep’s clothing,
who seek 1o fatten om the public
spoils, and whose discordant bowling
is in keeping with their chagrin and
disappointment. The public gen-
erally can bave little or no faith in
the sincerity of those who decry the
policy of Protection while at the
same time they clamor for even a
partial protection ot industries pro
secuted in their owp particalar sec-
tions, as in the zase of McKay, the
defeated Grit Candidate. Such ad-
vocacy, while jt speaks in trumpet

tones of the wise policy of the ad-
minisiration, also proves the insin-
cerity of the men who loudly clamor
for Free Trade, and who yet work
to secure Protection for the indus-
trieg in whieh their own Province or
section may be particularly interest-
ed.

New CHURCHES IN RERSTIGOUCHE.

NEw Mmrs.—At this place the con-
gregation of the Presbyterian Church are
engaged in the laudable undertaking of
erecting a-new place of worship, a short
distance from the site of the old building,
on a lot of laad presented by Daniel Fer-
gusen, Esq., of Chatham, the size of
which is 50 feet square, on the property
now owned by J. T. Windsor, Esq. The
size of the building is 60x30 feet, 15 ft.
post. with steeple about 60 feet high. It
is expected that the building, which is
being erected by subscription, will be
completed next season. The Rev. Mr.
M‘Master, the former Pastor of the
Church, who has returned to Scotland,
has promised to send out a new Bell for
the Church as soon as the building is
ready for the hanging of the same. The
Rev. Mr. Nicholson is the present pastor.

Darnovsie.—A Church edifice of fine
proportions is in course of erection in
this town for the congregation of the
Presbyterian Church which is under the
pastoral care of the Rev. Mr. Russell.
The building is 72 feet long, 38 feet
wide, 26 feet post, which allows a space
of 11 feet for a basement, to be used for
8. School purposes, and other meetings
in connection with the Church. In the
main sanctuary there is a space of 25
feet between the floor and the highest
point of the ceiling. Tke lo%ty tower
and steeple, which reach to a height of
120 feet, add much to the appearance of
the really handsome building, which is
modelled after St. Mark’s, Douglastown,
though somewhat larger in its propor-
tions. The bui.ding rests upon a sub-
stantial stone foundation. Mr. P. Nid-
deau is the contracter for framing, rough
boarding, and shingling roof, tower and
steeple. The work, which has been
done in & most satisfactory manner, has
been superintended by Mr. Patrick Troy,
of Douglastown. When in town recent-
ly, it was expected that Mr. Niddeau’s
contract would be completed early this
month.” The congregation are to be
commended for their enterpr.se in erect-
ing so fiue an edifice, which we hope
they will be in a position to finish for

@ivine Worship at an early day.

AT CAMPBELLTON, the members of the
Episcopal Church have in course of
erection a neat little edifice, 54x23, of
the Gothic style of architecture, which
Is situated on a lot of 100 feet square,
all fenced in, between the town and the
railway station. The design was furn-
ished gratuitously by His Lordship
Bishop Medley. The building will' seat
about 150 persons, the seats to be free
and unappropriated. The finish of the
interior is open roof, with grained
rafters. The side windows, 9in number,
are of stained glass, purchased from
Spence, Montreal. During the last two
years, the Rector, Rev.J. H. Sweet,
who resides at Dalhousie, has conducted
fortnightly services at Campbellton in
the Methodist Church, and will continue
to do so nntil the new edifice is ready
for Divine Service.
OTtHER CHURCH BUILDINGS.

At Campbeliton; in July last, the Pres-
byterians commenced the erection of a
new Manse for their Pastor, the Rev. J.
C. Herdman, whose faithful ministra-
tions have endeared him to his people.
The new building is being built upon a
site which commands a grand view of
the Restigouche River, the waters of the
Bay Chaleur and adjacent country, and
occupies a less exposed position than
the old Manse, being further down the
hill, and partly sheltered by a handsome
grove of trees. The residence is 43x28,
164 ft. post, with wing for kitchen, 27x
16, 12 ft. post. There is in front a semi-
octagonal bay window, 11 ft. diameter,
from which a magnificent view is ob-
tained. It is being finished in good
style, and will be in every respecta
comfortable and most desirable resi-
dence. It restsupon a stone foundation,
and has under the kitchen a frost proof
cellar. The work was commenced in the
latter part of July, and is now just about
completed. The building, with barn,
outhouses &c., will cost in the vicinity
of $2,500, about one third of which was
raised by the sale of Church lands at
Upsalquitch. The builder is Mr. Alex.
Grant, proprietor of the Amqui lumber
mills.

AT DALHOUSIE the members of the Ep-
iscopal Church have provided for the
Rector, the Rev. J. H. Sweet, a hand-
some Rectory, into which the Rev. gen-
tleman moved a few days ago. The di-
mensions of the building are 40x34.
The 1st/flat contains drawing, dining
and store rooms, study, and kitchen. In
the 2nd flat there are six snug bedrooms
and a spacious hall. The drawing room
contains two bay windows fronting
West and South, the latter being the
full height of the building. The entrance
is made by a permanent and well-lighted
porch, which is so constructed as to
form a large bay window in the second
story. The building is not altogether
finished, there being some painting and
graining yet to be done, which will be
completed next spring. The building
occapies a fine site adjoining the Church.

OTHER MATTERS.

A large number of buildings are spring-
ing up in Campbellton, quite a pumber
in the vicinity of the railway statiun.
Among them we noticed a large resi-
dence of imposing appearance, which has
been erected by Malcolm Patterson, Esq.,
and in which that gentleman and family
have recently taken up their abode. Its
dimensions are 42x62 feet, 3§ stories.
The three flats contain in all 81 rooms.
The exterior appearance of the building
s good. There are five tay windows
extending from the ground to the eaves,
three of which front to the West, the
others commanding s view of the North
and Sputh. These windows are 12 feet
wide, 4 feet deep. The interior will be
completed in the course of & week or
two. The dwelling rests upon a sub-
stantial stone foundation, and has a cel-
lar the full size of the beilding, 8 feet
deep. The builder is Mr. Peter R.
Doucett, of Batburst.

THE Mas0oNs AT CAMPBELLTON DnOwW
own the large two story building for-

merly belonging to the Ritchie Estate.
In the second flat they have their Lodge
Room, which has been recently furnished
with new [furniture and a handsome
chandelier, which has added much to the
appearance of the chamber and the com-
fort and pleasure of the Brethren who
asserble there from time to time. The
size of the building is 82x60. Thelower
flat is occupied by a Mr. Venner, of Que-
Bec, who carries on alarge, general busi-
ness.

WM. CALDERWOOD, EsqQ., has in course
of erection at River Charlo, a large and
handsome residence, which will be ready
for occupation next season. The size of
the main building is 24x36, 144 ft. post,
with kitchen 18x32. The main building
contains in all 8 rooms, and there are
also 3 rooms over the kitchen. When we
saw the building it was finished and
painted outside, and lathed ready for
plastering.

FIRe.—When in Bathurst on Friday
lust, we learned with regret that Mr.
James Hendry, of Belledune, met with
a heavy loss on the night of the 20th
October, or early in the morning of the
21st, by the destruction of his house, shed
and work shop by fire. In the shed there
was a boiler which was used for cooking
feed for the pigs, and it is supposed that
in some way fire was communicated to
the shed from tire fire under the boiler,
which had ben used during Monday. Mr.
Hendry saved s good portion of the furniture.
buu the stuft in the cellar. (incluJing about
one hundred barrels of potatoes) was all
consumed. Unfortunately, Mr. H. was one
of those who had been duped by the Clinton
Insurance Co., and since the collapse of that
Company had not effected insurance in any
other concern. The barn. eomtsininz the
crop, as well as the saw mill, were fortunate-
Iy saved from destruction.

Monument to the Late Father
Vareker,

The following from the St. John
Globe, with reference to a late worthy
and faithful Priest who labored in this
section for many years, will be read by
our readers with considerable interest.

A very beautiful monument has been
placed over the grave of the late Rev.
Richard Vereker in the Catholic Ceme-
tery of St. Andrews. It consists of
base and iuscription stone, on which isa
shaft surmounted by a Cress. The
height of the whole is thirteen feet. It
is made of dark red granite, beautifully
polished, and bears the following in-
Tcrfi‘ption nicely cut and inlaid with gold
eaf :—

*“ Erected in memory of the Rev. Richard
Vereker, late Pastor of st. Andrew’s Church,
at St. Andrews, N. B, a native of Slieve-
rough. County Kilkenny, Irelund. He wa~
un eficient Miv~ionary for over 40 vears in
various loesliti:s in this Province. Died
April 1st, 1873, aged 73 years. Kequiescat
in / ace. Amen.”

This fine monument was caused to be
erected by the Rev. Robert Walsh,
nephew of the late Father Vereker, and
pastor of the Church of the Immaculate
Conception, Worcester, Mass. It was
manufactured and polished at the granite
works of Messrs. John O'Neill & Co., of
St. George, N. B., who have every facil-
ity for turning out first-class work, of
whi-h the above mentioned monument
is a very respectable specimen.

The Potato Trade,

Advices have been received from Eng-
land to the effect that Canadian potatoes
have been sold at prices ranging from
5s. 3d. to 6s. 6d. per cwt. The value of
ihe potatoes imported last year into
Great Britain was $11,000,000, and it is
estimated that this season the imperts
will reach $20,000,000. The Londop
Field refers to the Potato trade as fol-
lows:

‘“ This year several thousand barrels
of Canadian potatoes have already been
received at Liverpool and Glasgow, and
very large cargoes are on the way.—
One firm in Montreal, Messrs. Silcox &
Thompson, who have paid great atten-
tion to both this and the poultry trade.
have adopted the plan of boring holes
in the bottom of the barrels, which are
mostly second hand sugar barrels, and
this obviated the danger of sweating.—
Potatoes packed by this irm have real-
ized the highest price for Canadians as
yet in this market, namely, 6s. to 8s. per
cwt. It may be remarked that English
potatoes of inferior quality have real-
ized from 9s. to 10s. per cwt. in the same
market. This probably is owing to
prejudices or the * rings’ of dealers,”

But when
circulation is taken into account, as well as a
live influence for public gond, the Advance
sn its manager must fall 10 the rear. In
Chatham slone, where the Advance is print-
ed, we are willing to compare notes as re-
gards circuistion. while in Newcastle our
contemporary is nowhere alongside the Ad-
vocate. To attempt to compare the eircula-
tion of the two papers in Gloucester and
Restigouche wonld be so severe on the Muna-
ger and his leading sheet, that we refrain
from doing so, out ol sheer pity, expressing
regret that the poor deluded creature should
feel it hecessury to make =uch a splurge when
floundering in the last ditch. Advertisers
abroad muyﬂ led astray by such miserable
subterfuges a those indulged in by the Muna-
ger. but our Merchunts here are not so eusily
hoodwink
At that fime we had good reason to
believe ?mt. the Advocate had the largest
circulutl‘] even in Chatham, while in
the other towns North the circulation
was and is still, largely in excess of that
of Mr. Snowball’s paper, as can be
vouched for by those in charge of the
post offices. For the best of reasons
the Manager did not then accept the
challenge. Now, as regards Chatham,
we do not doubt, that the circulation of
the Advance may exceed that of the
Advocate to a limited extent. In the first
place, such a result is naturally to be
expected, for if the Advance, after five
years, could not command a large circu-
lation in the town where it is printed,
where might it be expected to circulate
largely. And in the second place, it
would say very little for Mr. Snowball’s
influenceifatthis latehour the circulation
of his paper did not take the lead of the
Advocate in that town, particularly when
it is notorious that some of Mr. Snow-
hall’s friends have made a personal can-
vass against our paper, doing their ut-
most to injure its circulation. Had Mr.
Mitchell’s friends adopted the same
course the Advance would have fared
worse than it has done in some places,
and that is bad enough. But with re-
spect to other towns where Mr. Snow-
ball cannot exert his ledger influence,
the Advocate has more than held its own,
keeping up a large list in spite of the
hard times, and in every other respect
our office has and is still, doing an ex-
cellent business, sufficient even this sea-
son to enable us to meet all demands
against us promptly. Can the Advance

show as good a record? We think not.
The challenge arose when the Mana-
ger claimed to manage the leading jour-
nal of the North. We disputed the title
then—we dispute it now—for in New-
castle and all towns North the circula-
tion of Mr. Snowball’s sheet is so far be-
hind that of the Advocate that it would
be ridiculous to draw compavisons. To
decide the matter by referring now to
the mailing list in that otficé would be
to give the Manager am opportunity to
add bogus pames to the list—a dodge
which he would not, be slow to adopt.
The postal officials along the line can
vouch for the statement that our list in
their towns is largely in excess of that
of the Advance. This is all we intend to
say in the matter. The Manager did not
accept the challenge when it was offered
tor the very best ot reasons. That he was
ignorant of it we cannot believe, for
even if it escaped his notice, there were
plenty of persons who would take good
care to draw his attention to it. Know-
ing him to be a thoroughly unpriucipled

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Fishery Regulations.

The following Fishery Regulations we
publish tor general information. We print
them at this time without comment. but shall
in our next refer to them particularly, in
order to show, among other things, t e in-
consistency ofa certain purty in dealing with
this matter.

FISHERY REGULATIONS.

1. That no license for bag nets he issued
before the st December, and (hat the licenses
=xpire the 15th Fet’y 1850,

2. That no bag nets be allowed above Eel
River Bridge and 10 nearer to the bridge than
«wo hundred yards.

3. That no bag nets be allowed above the
eastern extremity of John Noble’s Point in
John U'Bair's Creek.

4. That no b:g nets be allowed above John
Dut her's upper lioe in Bay du Vin River,

5. That none be allowed sbove Alex. M-
Donald’s lower line in Black River,

6. That none be allowed ‘hove Donald M -
Innis’ upper e in Napan River,

7. That none be allowed ahove Wishart's
Point 1n Pabusintuc River.

XK. Thst none be aullowed in Burnt Church
Kiver,

9. That none be allowed above the Bridge
in Baitibogue River.

10. That none be allowed above the eastern
extr-mity of Middle Islund in Miramichi
River,

11. That no bag nets be allowed nearer to
each other, nor to sny bridge, Island or
vharf than two hundred yurds.

13. That all bag nets licensed shall be
murked with the owner’s nume, and pay =
license fee of one dollar.

13 That all holes made in the ice for setting
bag nets must be marked with green bushes.
uot less than six to each hole.

™ In our last a brief reference was
made by a correspondent toa report
that the salmon fishery was being injured
by ashes and burnt refuse from thé mill
of Messrs. Burns, Adams & Co. One of
our staff, who was in Bathurst last
week, paid a visit to the mill, in order
to ascertain whether the report was or
was not correct. The sawdust is burn-
ed in the fires under the boilers, and is
conveyed thither by means of shoots, so
that there can beé no ground for com-
plaint on that score. The refuse from
the mill, is burned upon the beach,
the spot being enclosed within
a large wharf made of edgings, which
with the beach, forms a square. An
unusually high tide might carry off a
few pieces of burnt edgings, but how the
ashes can be washed out by the tideand
carried down to Salmon Beach, a dis-
tance of several miles, is certainly a
mystery. The thing is impossible.—
The fishermen will have to ascertain the
cause of failure in some other direction,
for we are certain it cannot proceed from
the cause ussigned by some parties, some
of whom may not be friendly to the
owners of the mill. The protection of
the harbour and anchorage for their ves-
sels is as much a benefit to the owners of
the mill as is the proper protection of
the fisheries to the fishermen, and in
their own interests they take every pre-
caution to keep refuse out of the har-
bour, for which purpose the wharf al-
ready alluded to was constructed.

B Despatches state that the steamship
‘“ Arizona,” of the Williams & Guion Line,
had & narrow escape from destruction on
Friday night while crossing the Great
Banks, by coming into collision with an
iceberg, which splintered the bows into a
thousand pieces and cru-hed in the forward
compartment. The vessel was taken to St.
John's, Nfid.. for repairs, and it will be a
month before the vessel is fit to resume her
trips. The Captain, crew ard passengers
all agree that they had a very narrow
escape, which was in 2 measure Jue to the
s'rength and seaworthiness of the vessel.
