A TRAGEDY OF THE SEA.

We should be firm and fearless in applying doc­
trines we have often inculcated in others. Con­
cession of local self government is not the way 
to fray or impair, but to strengthen and consoli­
dated unity. I vsk that we should learn to re­
ly less on the mere written stipulations, and 
more on those better stipulations written on the 
heart and the mind of men. I ask that we 
should apply to Ireland that hippy experience 
we have gained in England and Scotland, where

Halifax, X. 8., April 7.—A horrible 
tale of the sea comes from the histone port 
of Lonishurg, Cape Breton, by the arrival 
tlieie of a doty from sea containing fout- 
men, two living and two dead. They got 
adrift from their vessel tile Elsie M. Low, 
a Gloucester fisherman, while setting 
trawls on the western Banks. Nut dis­
covering their vessel they all got into one 
dory. After four days out one succumbed 
through thirst and on the seventh the 
other, who had become insane. On the 
eighth day they landed at Gugon Island, 
where they were kindly eared fur by the 
keeper of the light, who sent them to 
Louisburg yesterday. The body of the 
first who died is greatly lacerated, one of 
his arms being eut off at the elbow, bis 
throat is much torn aud a piece is cut out 
of each thigh. This was done bv the 
other dead man after the first one’s death, 
to obtain food and drink. One of the 
survivors is very sick. The names of the 
deceased are James McDonald, East Point, 
P. E. I., and Angus McDonald, Broad 
Cove, C. B. The names of thé survivors 
are Colin Chisholm, Harbour Boucher, and 
Angus MuEachern, Long Point, Strait of 
Canso.

At eleven o’clock to-night Alexander 
McDonald, a well known barrister of this 
city, picked up an evening paper, read 
the report of the death of the two fisher­
men aud the anival of the two survivors 
at Louisburg, and was horror stricken to 
find that the first man to die and to be­
come the victim of cannibalism was his 
own brother Angus McDonald. The two 
McDonalds andChisholm were ship mates 
on the Gloucester schooner, Mary E. 
McDonald, which was dashed to pieces 
near Liverpool, N. S. a few weeks ago. 
The crew were saved and when they ar­
rived in Halifax Alexander McDonald 
strongly persuaded his brother to retire 
from fishing and settle on his farm ns he 
had considerable money. He promised 
to do so after this season. The three men 
shipped on the Cecil H. Low, and met 
their fate. Chisholm, who was a man of 
powerful physique, was to have been 
married in a few weeks.—Ilfs.. Herald.

Hackett showed that the Ontario op­
position was nut fair. The C. P. R. ran 
a thousand miles through Ontario which 
province had on that road public money 
to over fifteen millions.

Cartwright declared that the C. P. R. 
expenditure in Ontario was tor the port 
of Montreal’s benefit and contended that I 
the government of Canada ought not to i 
give money fur any road which is not for ■ 
the general benefit of Canada: Foster I 
said Cartwright’s opposition was to the 
expenditure in the maritime provinces, 
He wished to emphasize this point. He 
said the opposition had two policies—one 
fur Ontario and one for the maritime pro­
vinces. In Ontario they declaimed a- 
gainst. the maritime provinces getting too 
much. In the maritime provinces they 
promised to do more than the Liberal 
Conservatives. To-night we had an ex­
hibition of Giit sectionalism. Every 
public work accord ihg to Cartwright was 
local, except it happened to be in his 
own locality when it immediately became 
for the general benefit of the country. 
As fur corruption by means of railway 
subsidies, there were a good many of 
Cartwright’s friends who had proved 
themselves corrupt, if voting for railway 
subsidies was evidence of corruption.

Cartwright said Foster lmd passed as 
an independent in his first election and 
got liberal votes in consequences, yet lie 
had not been in parliament three months 
before he applied for a timber limit.

Foster retorted that he defied Cart­
wright to point’to a single line in his card 
or speeches which supported this assertion. 
He (Foster) came into parliament as a 
Liberal Conservative. As to the applica­
tion for timber limits, lie bail yet to learn 
that an application made under the law, 
strictly complying with the law framed 
by parliament, was an application for a 
favor from the government.

After further speeches, the bill passed 
the committee and was reported. Sir 
Richard moved that the bill be referred1 
tu the railway committee.—Lust.

The hill was then carried and the 
house adjourned at 10 12.

In the privileges and election com­
mittee this morning, Edgar called Gcm- 
mell, secretary of the Prince Albert 
Colonisation Co, Qemmell proved that 
though tliii company offered Mr White 
(Hastings) thirty-three thousand dollars 
as blind shares, yet White had refused 
them and had subscribed for stock just as 
other subsetjlieis.
