Considerable space is devoted to an
account of the death of the Hon. Géo.
Brown and there is given the greater
part of the tributes pald by the Hon.
Oliver Mowat and the Hon. G. W. Al-
lan on the cccesion of the unveiling of
the statue erected to his memory in
Queen’s Park, Toronto. Mr. Mowat’s
speech commenced a8 fo'lows :

¢ Mr. Brown is the first public mau in
Ontario in whose memory a statue has
ever been erected. Of our public men
who have passed away, not one had
more friends than he had,”and I ven-
ture to say that not onc was more gvn-
erally lamented. Those who mourned
his death as a personal and public cal-
amity were to be found in every part of
the Dominion, and amongst Canadians of
all classes and creeds. The place select-
ed for erecting his statue is, with the
approval of all parties, the park of the
University —an institution in whose
efficiency and prosperity he had, all his
life, taken a most lively interest. The
springs of action which governed his
life, are, to & very great extent to be
found in his early training and associa-
tions. He received his education in
Ediobargh, he left Scotland and eame to
America with his father and hi3 father’s
family while yet a youth, and two-thirds
of his life were passed here. By par-
ental example and early teaching he was
in religion a strong Protestant, and
an earnest Presbyterian, and in politics
a Liberal and a Loyalist. (Applause.)
The studies and< cbservations of his
mature years confirmed in him the prin-
ciples in whichhe had been educated;
and all his life he stood by those prirci-
dles.

¢« All his life he loved his Queen and
the grand old islands of the sea over
which she has reigned se loungand so
happily. All his life he Joved British
connection and British institutions; and
all his life he did his part in maintaining
like sentiments wherever his influence
extended. He was proud of his British
pationslity, and was in no haste to dis-
cover, and had no disposition to assume
that the time #as near when the interests
of Canada required the severing of our
political relations to the old land; but
he, at the same time, recognized a sup-
reme duty to be owing to the land of
nis domicile, and was always zealous in
promoting whatever In his judgment
was for the true and permanent good ot
Canada. Nor bad any loyal British sab-
ject, anywhere, a kinder and more ap-
preciatiye feeling than -he had towards
the great American Republic on our
borders, or towards its energetic and
progressive people.

¢ All his life he was in hegft and soul
a Liberal, as Liberallstg/f{ understood
in Canada. He was always 10 harmony
with the great majority of the Liberal
party in the Provioce, and geunerally,
though not always, with irs other lead-
ers. All his life his sympathies were
with the masses everywhere. He loved
freedom with the profonndest love, and
sympathized with all oppressed or ill-
governed people. Slavery he hated,
with intense hatred, whatever its lo-
cality was, or whatever the colour of the
slave or the master. All his life the
subject of the people was dear to him.
He desired to see the utmost practice-
ble extension of education amongst all
classeg, and the, greatest possible effi-
ciency’in our Public Schonols, our High
Schools and our Colleges. 1n regard
to our Public Schools he was an earnest
advocate for making them free (o all
both as a means of increasing their
efficiency, and in order to give to the
poorest in the land the advantage of the
best schools and on the same footing
as others. So in respect to every other
subject of public interest. Regardin&
agricultnre as the basis of the country’s
wealth and prosperity, he took a warm
and active interest from an early period
in all things relating to the calling of
the farmer. He saw the enormous dif-
ference which skili makes in the pro-
ductiveness of the soil, and in the pro-
fits of the agficulturist.’

Had the
owner not been lodging above the store
it would no doubt have been disas-
trous, and if the maid had given the
alarm it would have also been disas-
trous, as the beantifal glass front would
no doubt have suffered as well as* the
loss of goods. Brick and mortar may
appear a safe {ostitution (but you never
cantell.)

To Avoid Railway Accidents.

Rev. 8. J. Doucett, of Shippegan,
has taken out letters patent in Canada
and the United States for an invention
of his called the Automatic Railway
Sigoailizing apparatus, by the use of
which the engineer of a moving traiu
will be notified if any other train Is on
the same track, ahead or behind, with-
in an unsafe distance. It will also
warn the engineer of any train whether
a switch on the main line has become
misplaced. It is a safe-guard against
defective bridges, that is, bridges which
may have become unsafe through ser-
ious causes. It is alse a safe-gunard
against land slides or any heavy ob-
stacles that may fall upon the track.
In fact, it can be utlized as a sure safe-
guard against all the common accidents
which are happening on our railways.

BrouaHT 70 NEW YORK BY IMMIGRANTS ,

New Yorg, Feb. 12. =T wo additional
cases of Russian typhus fever were dis-
¢ vered this morning, making a total of
67 cases now “under tieatment. This
plague is regarded by the health depatt-
ment as a very setious watter, as im-
migrants from the infected steamer
Mustsalia have civculated freely about the
c'ty since their arrival, and there is no
knowing how widely they may have
spread the contagion.

The victims of the r]isdjuse. nearly all
of whom are Russian and Polish Jews,
are tuken to Notth Brothers Island.

Later.—A revieeld list of the number of
cases of typhus fevgr was made up in the
health Dboard office this afteruoon. At
that time 69 persons were suffering from
the disease had been removed to North
Brothers Island. The health officer who
inspected the steamer Massalia when she
arriveJan. 30, reports that there was
no ty-hus fever then abeard. Her
steerage passengers were in & half-star-
ved condition. Some were landed at
Ellis’ Island aal isolated.
