ADMIRAL KURZMICH ASSASSINATED.

St. Petersburg, May 14.—Vice Admiral
Kuzmich, commander of the Port, wiho
was very unpopular with the workmen,
was assassinated here to-day by work-
men whose May day demonstration he
had attempted to stop.

The Admiral was killed at the new
Admiralty wor
tion, where most of the 2,000 men em-
ployed there reported for duty at five
o'clock this morning. They wanted to
march out at once in a body and cele-
brate the Russian May day, but finally
agreed to work till 2 o’clock. The ad-
miral, however, made a speech to the
men, saying that he could not agree to
their leaving work at 2 o’clock and the
matter was left open, .
