Teachers” Parliament.

Per Dr. Rand it was announced that
the Course of Instruction for High
Schools and also for Primary Schools
would be opened by Mr William
Crocket.

When he came to this country
a few years ago, like Shakespeare, he
“knew little Latin and less Greek,”and
had only a fair smattering of Mathe-
matics and English Grammar. Since
that he has read unp his Greek and
Latin and studied out the pronuncia-
tion, ctc., himself; till in the end the
University faculty as a commendation
for his industry, confers on him the
title of M. A.! He now has acquired
such a familiarity with some of the
Greek and Latin authors, that he acts
in conjunction with Rector Roberts,
and other gentlemen of University, and
polished culture as examiner. Of
course in a hundred ways Mr Crockets
classics are ‘‘rough,” but he does won-
derfully well for all that. He makes a
very good teacher of English subjects
in the Normal School.—ED STAR.]

He invited full and free dis-
cussion on the course of instruction

Mr. Freeze suggested that Greck in
the proposed course should be optional,-
but that French, a living langunage,
should be compulsory. IIe thought
too much prominencc was given in it
to Geometry, and criticised Wormell’s
text book. He thought language as a
whole should have greater prominence,
science giving way somewhat. He
said he objected in the latter to hydros-
tatics, optics, and some  of the astron-
To sum up he thought
the course contained too much science,
and too little literature. -

Mr. John Marsh said he thought the
course worked well in St.John. In
some grades there was too much work.
He thought Grammar should be rele-
gated to the fourth grade.

Mr. John Montgomery thought the
curriculum embraced too high subjects,
and too many. There was. too much
Latin in grade ecight, and quite too
much botany in the school.

The Queen as an Artist.

But the Queen is not merely a dilei-
tante of painting, she is herself an
artist. All her life it has been one of
her favorite occupations to handle the
pencil. Take up her ¢ Journals in the
Highlands.” At Blair Athole, in the
automn of 1844. ‘‘ We sat down on
the ground, and Lady Canning and I
sketched;”” in 1852 when her husband
had shot a stag, ‘I sat down au(?
scratched a sketch of him on a bit o
paper which I put on a stone; ”’ in 1862,
within sight sight of the Lomond Hills,
“1I made some hasty sketches;* and
on board a yacht in Cork Harbor in
1849, ¢ While Albert weut on shore I
occupied myself in writing and sketch-
ing: ” such entries as these mark scores
of occasions on which nature caught
Her Majesty’s eye with a peculiar
beauty, or when she plied the pencil to
while away the hours during which she
waited on lonely hills and in solitary
woods for her husband’s return from
his sport. Of that gentler use of the
pencil there is in this volume other
evidence than these entries—some of
the sketches themselves. Nor is this
the only instance in which Her Majesty
has run the gauntlet of criticism by
submitting her work to the public. To
several exhibitions at home and abroad
has she contributed, among others to
that of Philadelphia, where she sent a
series of etchings, which we specially
mention because they indicate that the
co-operation already alluded to as ex-
isting between the Queen and Prince
Consort in the study ®and patronage of
the fine arts was also carried to the ex-
tent of collaboration in the practice of
them. And the mention of these etch-
ings remind us that some of the Royal
handiwork in this kind very narrowly
escaped being made public against the
will of the artists. This was in 1848,
when some copies of etchings, the joint
work of the Queen and the Prince, were
stolen by a workman in the employ of
a printer at Windsor, who had been
engaged to take impressions from the
original plates; and these were repro-
duced by a publisher in Paternoster
Row named Strange. The Prince at
once instructed the Queen’s private
solicitor to apply for an injunction to
prevent the issue of copies of any of
the private engravings referred to in
““A Descriptive Catalogue of the Royal
VictoriaandAlbertGallery of Etchings,”
and this was granted by Vice-Chancel-
lor Knight Bruce, whose decision was
appealed against a few months later
beforo the Lord Chancellor, by whom,
however, it was fully confirmed.

How the Commons in 01d Time Treated
*“Bradlaughs.”

, Thomas Carlyle is quoted by the Pall
Mall Gazette as authority for the state-
ment that Mr Bradlaugh is not the first
Englishman whose speculative views
on religious matters have afforded pre-
occupation to an English Parliament at
a time when there was urgent need that
it should turn its attention to more im-
portant business. In the second Par-
liafient of Oliver Cromwell, James
Nayler afforded material for what Mr
Carlyle describes as interminable de-
bates, excelling in stupor all'the human
speech, even in English parliaments,
this editor has ever been exposed to.
“['our hundred gentlemen of England,”
he says, ‘““and, I think, a sprinkling
of Lords among them, assembled from
all the counties and boroughs of the
three nations, to sit in solemn debate on
the terrific phenomenon—a mad Quaker
seeming to fancy himself a new incar-
nation of Christ. Shall we whip him,
shall we hang him, shall we bore the
tongue ofhim with hot iron; Shall we
imprison him, set him to pick oakum?
Shall we roast or boil or stew him?
Shall we put the question whether thisg
question shall be put, debate whether
this shall be debated? 1In the name of
Heaven, what shall we do with him—
this terrific phenomenon of Nayler?
This is the history of Oliver’s second
Parhament for threc long months and
odd. Nowhere does the unfathomable
Deep of Dulness which our English
character has in it more stupendously
discloseitself. * * *  * Whois
there who has the strength of ten oxen
that is able to support these things?
Couldst thou dcbate on Nayler, day
after day, for a whole winter? Thou,
if the sky were threatemng to fall on
account of it, wouldst sink under such
lobor, appointed only for the oxen of
the gods. The honorable gentlemen,”
Mr Carlyle continues, ‘“did at last
decide what to do with Nayler, who,

after being whipped, branded and

tongue-bored, and gut to pick onkum on
bread and water, finally repented and
repented and confessed himself mad;
after which this great phenomenon,’
visible to posterity and the west of
England, was got winded up.”
