A CANADIAN VOYAGEUR.

Translated from
the Globe

Francois Mercier, who arrived ian
Montreal a few weeks ago, was born
at S1. Paul, 'Hermite, i
at St. Paul, ’'Hermite, in the county

Quebee, about forty-three years ago.
At the age of eighteen, after being ap-
preoticed to a wafzon builder for three
years and a half, he left to seek his
tortune at St. Paul, Minnesota, which
had then a population of from 4,000
to 5,000 persons: After having work-
ed there for a short time at carriage-
building, he engaged with M. Chou-
teau to go to the North-West. He
reached “Fort Bovton, at the head of
the Missouri, where he worked as a
carpénter at the construction of the
fort; he then left Fort Benten for
Fort Union in Mcntana, where he
made the treaty with the Assinibione
and Crow lodians.

He remained a year at Fort Union,
realizing a moderate capital; fmm
thence ho returned Lo Montreal, where

ciyilization did not su1t; him.

tis longing for wild, nomadic life
was unconquerable, so he closed a
carriage shop which he had opened ia
the east part of the city, and after an
zbsence of eightcen months started
west.

he did not remain long, as the air of

shores of Behring’s Straits, accompa-

pied by four Canadians; his brothoer
Moise Mercicr, Michael Liaberge of
Chateafiguay, L\apo.eou Robert of St.

Mercier had loaded hisschooner with
all kinds of food and merchandise,
with which to travel in theunexplored
recions.

By means of2a puck of dogs of
a breed half St. bunard and half
mastiff he reached the 73rd degree of
north flatitude, where the country is
Duned in soow from the first of Octos
ber to the first of June.

He then returned to St. Mitchel,
post of 300 miles beyond the Aleutian
islands. There he built a vessel of
about 15 tons burthen, and bought
another of 17 tous from tho Russ::mc
with this fleet eqmpned with Russ
sians, Indmu and Metis, he ascended |¢
by means of oars

900 miles in the interior. Arrived at
the end of his journey, he built Fort
Panama, 300 miles beyond the terris
tory explored by the Russians. In
the year fellowing he came to Fort
Yoacon, and sold” the stations which
he had c.x.ta,h.h.,c\‘, to the Alaska Com-
mercial Compsny, which then ap-
poinited him 15 p jocipal agent. Dur
ing the same year he establ ished Iort
Reliance, 60 miles beyond the Cana-
lian lines, and at a distance of 1,750
miles from the entrance of the River
Youcon, which is as large as the St.
Lawrence, and -as navigable during
four months of the year. During the
spring ot 1870 the old adventurer
erossed the Behrings Straits ina boat
made of skinns, dud L_)bbhul his opera-

WILD ‘ANIMALS AND FISHES.

He often met bares sitting frozen
on the snow. The cold bad overcome
them before they had time to reach
shelter, and the “wvoyageur believing
still ative had discharged his gun at
them, During that winter he led his
dogs for three or four weeks with
hares which had perished by eold.
Polar bears borne off off in cakes of
floating ice frequently reach Fort St.
Micbel. Mr, Mercier last winter
shot two, and has brought their skins
to Canada. He says that the River
Youcon is the best River for fish that
he has ever seen ; that salmon there
attain s weight of more than 100 lbs.
Fish and game are so abuudant that
nerthern explorers; if they bs huu-
tels need never want for food.

" Mercier also says that in one of his
excursions he found the skeleton of a
mastodon on the banks of the You.
con. One of its te:th weighed 14
pounds and one of its tusks 200 peunds
and that the diameter of the latter
was nine inches. This Mr. Mercier
bas brought with him. He says that.
there are about 2,000 whites in Alaska
The population ‘of Sitka, its chief

place is about 1,200.

of his voyage. He eatered Laacasior

gions. He pushed up Prince Regent's
Inlet, but was driven out by the ic
