Your committee are bappy lo find that the Canada
Company, have so readily acquiesced in the improvement of the
yoad in Stanley and Hay, and that the same has been immediate-
ly carried into effect by the Warden.

finances of the District admit of.

Your committee cannot recommend the grant
for improving tle road leading to the “Gaol and Court” Room”
as prayed for, by memorial of the Clerk of the Peace, by order
of the Court of General Quarter Sessions, as the said road
18 now in a far superior condition than any of the nain
leading roads in this District.

20,  The District Surveyor's roport having been examined, it
would sppear thet a contract has been given to William Mcll-
wain on section No. 3, Huron Road, near Mr. Mounroe's Tavern,
without Tenders.

Your committe highly disapproves of such proceedings by the
District Surveyor, and recommend that no contract to such ex-
tent, be in future given privately.
