We deplore 
the effect on one hand, and studiously preserve 
1 be cause in the oi her.

In Upper Canada, in 1844. there were about 
14.000,0110 acre» of good land» unsold : in Lower 
Canada 33.000.000. Much of ibis w-ae valued 
at 2e tid per acre, and if ihe “system” ie unchan­
ged, will remain so for years ro cmne. It yields 
no pri-fii to Government, hot serve* a* an excuse 
lor ihe maintenance ol an expensive department­
al machinery. It is capital locked up. or nee»! 
inly for the benefit of a few li cliaracterieea 

Canada as a wilderneee. and fills the pmirltea of 
English speculator» in Australian b*'a. who 
trade upon the credulity of their countrymen. It 
repleniehee the coffers of onr republican neigh­
bor», and builds their Public works. It robe ua 
oi Railroad», which cannot b« made hefo e they 
are called for by a prospect of profit, and frighten» 
capitalists from our c;iiea. It ia miser’* gold, 
curamg its owner, and benefit t ing none, having 
legitimate title to the advantage» which would 
accrue from its use. If thrown into the market 
in email lota, at a low price, (say 5a. per acre.) 
payable in full at the time of seulement, or with­
in one year alter, with a heavy absentee tax. the 
picture would he speedily changed.
