Dear Sir,— Will you kindly allow me
space for the following supplement to
my letter of last week, and the import-
ance of the subject to every man, woman
and child in the community plead my
excuse for thus troubling you. 4t ap-
pears, eir, that in the first week of May
the ccuncil sent a sample of the harbor
well water {to Ottawa for analysis, to
whieh, as 1 am told, no reply hss yet
been received ; but another sample was
sent off last Thursday morning to Prof.
Ellis, of Toronto, and if the reply is fav-
orable as to its purity, three other wells
are to be immediately sunk some sixteen
faet apart from each other, and it is con-
fidently expected that the united supply
of the four wells will be sufficient for
the household necessities of the town,
and they will then go intu the lake for
the supply for fire protection, but in
