Frutchman and Griedoerf 
both denied the truth of the state­
ment, and the solicitor “who appear­
ed in their behalf admitted that a 
mistake had been made.

Should Have Known.
“It doesn’t make an^ difference 

whose mistake it was,” Interposed the 
court, ‘‘the men who signed those 
affidavits should have known what 
they were signing. It is no excuse 
whatever. The same thing has been 
done once or twice before in other 
cases.”

Made Many Examinations.
The medical inspector’s report 

j showed that during the month of Oc- 
l tober he had made 210 examinations 
| at the Oliver school. Of these, 110 
; were inspected for the first time and 
1*34.54 per cent, were taiurd defective.
| One hundred were pupils who were 
: previously reported for some uatect, 

and of these. 67 were still defective, 
while in 33 cases the defects had been 
remedied.

Judging from the inspector’s ; eport 
the principal defects which come un­
der his attention appear to be ade­
noids, enlargement of tonsils, defect! > 
eyesight and defective teeth. These 
defects are all easily remedied while 
the children are yet of tender age, but 
are liable to develop serious trouble 
if given no attention.

As a result of the inspector’s report, 
the board will probably give this mas­
ter more serious attention and see 
that regulations in regard to the mat­
ter are rightly enforced.

Boiler Insurance.
For the better safeguarding of the 

school property in Edmonton "t wi>s 
j virtually decided to acquire insurance 

policies for all the boilers in the city 
schools.
