Asquith 
spoke with evident emotion, and said 
he never had risen with greater re­
luctance to address the House, or un­
der stronger sense of personal re­
sponsibility. He agreed that the 
ministers would have been better ad­
vised to have told the whole story in 
October last during the debate on the 
Marconi contract?. It would have 
saved the Commons an enormous 
amount of time and trouble. At the 
same time he did not hesitate jo say 
the terms of the motion introduced 
by the Opposition were not only un­
necessary. but in the highest degree 
ungenerous. The parliamentary - en­
quiry having proved that the charges 
were disproved, it should have put ii 
the forefront of its resolution ah ex 
plicit finding that the Cabinet Min­
isters had been foully traduced. Hen­
ry Edward Duke assailed the major­
ity report, which he said sought tc 
give the go-by to a mass of facts. Bon- 
ar Law said his party had no desire 
to drive the ministers out of private 
life.
